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Silverhill interim police chief Branscomb resigns

SILVERHILL — Just three
months after being appointed
to fill the roll as interim
police chief, Sgt. John Brans-
comb announced during the
Silverhill Council meeting on
Monday, June 3 that he is re-
signing from the department
to accept a position with the
Elberta Police Department.

“Friday will be my last
day,” said Branscomb, who
also served as the town’s
school resource officer.

Branscomb said Monday

that Sgt. Daniel Boutwell was

in the middle of training as
a school resource officer and

should be certified by the end

of the week.

The council tabled action
at its Monday, April 15 meet-
ing to move Branscomb from

the role of interim chief to
permanent chief.

The town has been adver-
tising for an additional SRO
position, officials said, and
also voted to advertise for the
chief’s position.

Mayor Pro Tem Steve
Brooks, who presided over
Monday’s meeting in the ab-
sence of Mayor Jared Lyles,
said the town has a few ap-
plications in for both the

chief and the SRO position
and should soon begin the
interview process to fill both
positions.

At its last meeting May 15,
the council voted to approve
a similar application process
employed by the Foley Police
Department, which includes
standardized test questions
and may include having to
take a lie detector test.

Branscomb was appointed

as interim
chief following
the resignation
of Michael Tay-
lor on March 4.
Taylor served
as the town’s
acting chief
following the
resignation of Kevin Brock
in January of 2018 and was

Baldwin County’s 2019 Seniors show amazing results
with a record-setting amount of scholarships offered

Baldwin County’s final
analysis of the 2019 gradu-
ating class shows amazing
results! Baldwin County Pub-
lic School System students
racked up nearly $100 million
in scholarships for 2019, an
increase of $10 million from
2018.

hired to take over the
position on a part-time
basis in September.

The town currently
has four full-time offi-
cers and four-part-time
officers. Branscomb
announced during Mon-
day’s meeting that the
town had hired a new
officer, Aaron Askew.

In other business
Monday, the council dis-

cussed honoring former
Mayor Tim Wilson for
his years of service to
the town.

Wilson was in the
middle of his third full
term as mayor when
he resigned after the
conclusion of scheduled
business at the coun-
cil’s April 15 meeting.

A life-long resident
of Silverhill, Wilson
served several years as
a council member, in-
cluding mayor pro-tem,
before being appointed

to fill the vacant may-
oral seat in 2007. He was
elected to his first full
term as mayor in 2008,
retaining his seat unop-
posed in 2012. He nar-
rowly defeated former
council member Shirley
Stephens in the 2016
election.

A 1983 graduate
of Robertsdale High
School, Wilson worked
for the town of Silver-
hill from 1983 to 1987
before going to work for
the city of Robertsdale.

He served as supervisor
for the city’s sanita-
tion department before
being placed on medical
leave.

A reception for Wil-
son will be held follow-
ing a future council
meeting. Brooks said he
expected the council to
set a date for the recep-
tion at its next meeting
on June 17.

The council also
voted Monday to pur-
chase service pins for
town employees.

Legislature passes seat belt bill to save lives on Alabama roads

MONTGOMERY —
The Alabama House of
Representatives Thurs-
day gave final passage
to a bill that will require
all occupants of a vehi-
cle to wear a seat belt.

The legislation spon-
sored by Sen. David Bur-
kette, D-Montgomery,
and Rep. Chris Sells,
R-Greenville, passed the
House 76 to 17, and now
goes to Gov. Kay Ivey to
be signed into law. The
bill was named after
Roderic Deshaun Scott,
the Robert E. Lee High
School basketball star
from Montgomery who
died after a car crash in
2016.

Burkette passed the

bill in the Senate, while
Sells carried the House
companion bill. Rep.
Kirk Hatcher, D-Mont-
gomery, joined Sells on
the house floor in urging
final passage.

“The Roderic De-
shaun Scott Seat Belt
Safety Act puts a human
face on an issue that’s
long overdue to be ad-
dressed,” Hatcher said.
“This is an important
step in strengthening
the safety culture in
Alabama by requiring
seat belt use by back
seat passengers.”

“National data show
us that seat belt use and
compliance with seat
belt laws may be the

most effective safety
measure we can take,”
Sells said. “Now Ala-
bama’s seat belt law will
truly reflect the impor-
tance of seat belts in
highway safety.”

“It is my hope that
voluntary compliance
with this new law will
save thousands of lives
in the years to come,”
Burkette said. “I am sad-
dened that it took such
a tragedy to serve as the
impetus for passing this
law, but honoring Rod-
eric Scott is an appropri-
ate way to preserve the
memory of this special
young man.”

“The Alabama Leg-
islature is to be com-

mended for amending
Alabama’s seat belt

law to include rear seat
passengers,” said Tony
Harris, Government Re-
lations Manager at the
Alabama Department of
Transportation. “Sixty
percent of the people
dying on Alabama’s
roadways are not wear-
ing a seat belt, especially
those riding in rear
seats. Many crashes are
survivable with the use
of a seat belt.”

Alabama becomes the
29th state to require seat
belt use by rear seat ve-
hicle occupants.

Alabama law since
2000 has required use of
seat belts by front seat

vehicle occupants. The
law had not addressed
seat belt use in rear
seats by occupants over
the age of 15.

Rear seat passengers

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Funding cuts could hit county roads

BAY MINETTE —
Baldwin County got
off to a good start on
highway improvements
in the first half of this
fiscal year, but state
legislation could hurt
funding used for bridge
repairs in upcoming
years, county officials
said Tuesday.

During the first half of
the current fiscal year,
which began Oct. 1, 2018,
highway crews began
work on $2 million in
road resurfacing projects
and plans to pave more
than 19 miles of the 184

miles of unpaved roads
under county mainte-
nance, Joey Nunnally,
county engineer, said.

Other work included
road resurfacing,
drainage, safety im-
provements, park im-
provements and bridge
repairs, he said.

Commission Chair-
man Charles “Skip”
Gruber, said, however,
that while work is going
well currently, changes
in funding could affect
work in the future. He
said state legislation
will cut about $500,000 in
funding a year.

We lost almost 500,000
in federal money that

was coming to us,”
Gruber said. That’s been
taken from us.”

Nunnally said that
funding, $513,000 last
year, has been enough to
pay for improvements on
about one bridge a year.

Baldwin County
has 163 bridges that
are maintained by the
county Highway Depart-
ment. In 2005, the county
had 136 bridges.

Of the 163 structures,
15 have weight restric-
tions due to deteriora-
tion and one, on Truck
Trail 17, is closed. Most
bridges are built to last
50 years before needing
to be replaced, Nunnally

said. The county has 14
bridges in need of im-
mediate replacement,
including 12 bridges that
are older than 50 years.
The total cost to re-
place those 14 bridges
would be $35 million.
The county has a
total of 1,550 miles of
roads maintained by the
Highway Department,
up from 1,429 in 2005.
Nunnally said paved
roads should be resur-
faced about once every
12 years. Resurfacing
costs about $70,000 a
mile. To resurface all of
the county’s 1,366 miles
of paved roads in the
next 12 years would cost

about $95.6 million.

The largest single proj-
ect expected in the fu-
ture would be extending
the Baldwin Beach Ex-
press north from where
the road now ends at
Interstate 10 to Interstate
65. That work is expected
to cost $200 million, Nun-
nally said.

Demands on county
roads are expected to
increase.

While Alabama’s
population has increased
42 percent since 1970,
the number of people
in Baldwin County has
gone up 261 percent.

Commissioners
praised the work done

by the Highway Depart-
ment to keep up with
the demands in Baldwin
County.

“I want to commend
Joey and the whole
team,” Commissioner
Jeb Ball said. “Hearing
something like this look-
ing at what we’re doing
and how we’re keeping
up makes be proud to be
a part of this team.”

Commissioner Joe
Davis said highway
crews are quick to re-
spond to requests for
help from residents.

“All we have to do is
get back with some of
your team and you take
care of it,” Davis said.

Bill passed to help protect historic Rosinton community

This session, the Bald-
win County Legislative
Delegation passed a
local bill that will allow
a November 2020 vote
on protections for the
historic Rosinton com-
munity.

The proposed amend-
ment would define the
Rosinton Landmark Dis-
trict within the county
and would prohibit an-
nexation by local law
of any property within
that district into any
nearby municipalities.

Rep. Harry Shiver (R -
Bay Minette) carried the
bill through the session
and said he was glad
to be able to help the
people of the Rosinton
community.

“I know this was an
issue that many of them
were concerned about
with some recent an-
nexations near them, so
this was the best way we
felt to try to help make
sure the Rosinton com-
munity can remain its
own separate, protected
community,” Shiver
said. “This was really
a community-driven
effort, so credit where
credit is due — the peo-
ple of the Rosinton area

have shown they carea  tion for voters to choose

lot about their part of
this county and want it
to stay the way it is.”

The bill, HB136,
passed through both
houses of the legislature
with no votes against it.

Rosellen Coggin, one
of the Rosinton resi-
dents who has helped
organize the effort to try
to get the constitutional
amendment on the bal-
lot, said she appreciated
the efforts of Shiver and
the rest of the Baldwin
County delegation.

“We are excited for
the Rosinton Land-
mark District bill to be
passed,” Coggin said.
“A big shout out to the
Baldwin County delega-
tion for their support
of this bill. The passage
of this bill on the No-
vember 2020 ballot will
help in allowing us to
maintain our quality of
life, preserve our heri-
tage and our little gem
of a community known
as Rosinton. It will
also help in protecting
against local municipal-
ity taxation.”

Adele Stafford taught
fourth grade at Bayside
Academy for 15 years.
However, her inspiring
story begins well before
she came to Bayside in
1971. The 96-year-old
Mrs. Stafford grew up in

Mt. Vernon in a family
of artists and attended
school in a two-room
schoolhouse. In order to
attend high school, she
boarded with families in
Mobile during the week
while she was at Mur-
phy High School. She
graduated from the Uni-
versity of Montevallo
in 1943 with a degree in
art.

Following her gradu-
ation from college, she
spent three years mak-
ing maps for the U.S.
Army Corps of Engi-
neers as her war service
appointment. When that
appointment ended, she

taught high school Span-

ish at Murphy for one

year before returning
to the Corps for another
year and then marry-
ing her husband, Tom.
While Tom attended The
University of Alabama
on the GI Bill, she de-
cided to get her masters
degree in elementary
education, concentrat-
ing on art and Spanish.
While her husband
was stationed overseas
(he served in both the
Army and the Navy be-
fore his 30+ years with
the Corps), Mrs. Staf-
ford returned home and
taught fourth grade in
Mt. Vernon where her
mother was the princi-
pal. After she moved to
Mobile, she taught at

Forest Hill Elementary
School for six years.

Although Mrs. Staf-
ford’s educational back-
ground is in art, she
never wanted to teach
art in school because
she didn’t want to in-
hibit the children’s nat-
ural artistic ability. She
did, however, teach art
at her church, Dauphin
Way United Methodist
in Mobile.

After her two children
came along, she stayed
home with them for a
time and spent hours
volunteering in the com-
munity. When she en-
rolled them at the newly
established Bayside
Academy in Daphne,

she decided to return to
teaching and embarked
on her 15-year career at
Bayside. Once she began
working at Bayside, she
drove to Bay Minette
every Wednesday night
for an entire year to

get re-accredited as a
teacher.

It was once the Staf-
fords moved over the
bay to the Eastern Shore
that she really began
painting. Although she
had dabbled in oils and
pastels before then, she
enrolled in art classes at
the Eastern Shore Art
Center in the 1970s and
began painting water-
colors. Her husband did
the framing and mats

for almost all of her
artwork, so they had a
true partnership. Ever
the artist, she took up
pottery when her vision
began to decline (she is
now legally blind from
macular degenerations
and was recently diag-
nosed with glaucoma).
It is a treat to be able
to exhibit the works of
this remarkable woman,
and we hope you will
join us during the exhi-
bition in early June.

Celebrate 200 years of Alabama history at the newly renovated Constitution Hall Park

Constitution Hall
Park, the birthplace of
Alabama, will hold its
public grand re-opening
on Saturday, June 1,
2019, after undergoing
restorations to the build-
ings and park.

The celebration will
feature history themed
family activities and
crafts, live music, food
trucks and museum
tours. The event will
also include a reen-
actment of President
Monroe’s visit to
Huntsville in June 1819.
The event is free to all,
from 10:00a.m. through
4:00p.m. President Mon-
roe will arrive at Con-
stitution Hall Park on
horseback at 3pm.

Constitution Hall
Park pays tribute to
Alabama’s statehood
and the delegates of the
state’s first constitution
200 years ago. As one

of the Alabama Bicen-
tennial Commission’s
Legacy Projects, the
new public park offers
a space for the commu-
nity honor Alabama’s
statehood. The park is
a place to gather with
green spaces, wide clean
sidewalks, ample light-
ing and two retail out-
lets including a gift shop
and a new Piper and
Leaf- Artisan Tea Com-
pany location. Visitors
can tour the building,
now called Constitution
Hall, that served as the
meeting place for the 44
delegates that drafted
Alabama’s first state
constitution. Other
buildings available for
tour include: Clement
Comer Clay’s law office,
John Boardman’s office
and print shop and the
residence of Madison
County’s first sheriff,
Stephen Neal.

Bart Williams, Ex-
ecutive Director of

EarlyWorks Family of
Museums, said, “We
hope that the reimag-
ined park becomes a
community gathering
spot and a place that
people want to come and
hang out and interact in
an honorable way with
Huntsville’s history.”

As aliving history
museum, visitors can
see how people dressed,
lived and worked in
Huntsville in 1819. The
museum creates a fun
and exciting way to
learn about Alabama’s
early history.

“The park is a set-
ting for educating com-
munity members both
young and old.” Wil-
liams said.

Constitution Hall Park
has its own history that
began during the state’s
150th anniversary in
1969. Local legislators
and historians decided
to create a monument
to statehood. Through

thorough research,
Huntsville historians
conducted archeologi-
cal digs of the site and
found the original foun-
dations of the buildings
that existed in 1819.

During the 1970s,
Harvie P. Jones, a local
architect, began exten-
sive research and the
process of reconstruc-
tion. He rebuilt the
buildings with histori-
cally accurate materials
and technique. In 1975,
the site was deemed a
significant landmark by
the Alabama Historical
Commission and added
to the Alabama Register
of Landmarks and Heri-
tage. Finally, in May
1982, the park opened to
the public.

Six years ago the Bi-
centennial restorations
began with a vision to
open the space for the
community. The park
is a culmination of res-
torations to buildings

inside and out, and a
total overhaul to the
park and outdoor space
in the hopes of leaving a
lasting legacy in honor
of Alabama’s statehood.
The restorations to the
park were made possible
with Nola | VanPeursem
Architects and Chorba
Contracting Corp.
Corporate, private and
public funds were raised
to pay for the improve-
ments.

The park will be free
and open to the public.
The museum will offer
tours of the buildings
daily. More informa-
tion on the museum,
upcoming events and
field trip opportunities
can be found on the Ear-
lyWorks Family of Mu-
seums’ website, www.

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“100 Deadliest Days” begin; AAA reveals key deadly behaviors for teen drivers

TAMPA, Fla. — The
“100 Deadliest Days”
involving teen drivers
begins this week. From
Memorial Day to Labor
Day, traffic deaths in-
volving teen drivers
spike, with an average of
seven people killed per
day.

In the past five years,
the following occurred
during the “100 Deadliest
Days”:

» A total of nearly 3,500
people were Killed in
crashes involving teen
drivers

« An average nearly
700 people (seven per
day) died each year in
crashes involving teen
drivers

» The average number
of deaths from crashes
involving teen driv-
ers ages 15-18 was 17
percent higher per
day compared to other
days of the year

Crashes for teen driv-
ers increase significantly
during the summer,
because inexperienced
teenage drivers are out
of school and on the
road more often. Despite
the staggering statistics,
research from the AAA
Foundation for Traffic
Safety found that nearly
two-thirds of people in-
jured or killed in a crash
involving a teen driver
are people other than the
teen behind the wheel.

“Statistics like these
can make for an unset-
tling summer for parents
of teenage drivers," said
Mark Jenkins, spokes-
man, AAA - The Auto
Club Group. "The com-
bination of inexperience
and more time on the
road, especially at night,
gives teens a higher
probability of being in

crashes. AAA urges par-
ents to lead by example
when driving, and talk
to their teens about the
importance of being safe
and avoiding reckless
behaviors."

THREE MAJOR
CONTRIBUTING
FACTORS TO FATAL
TEENAGER CRASHES

According to new
crash data from 2013-
2017, the major contrib-
uting factors to fatal teen
crashes during the sum-
mer driving period are:

» Speeding (28 percent)
» Drinking and driving

(17 percent)

« Distraction (9 percent)

SPEEDING

Speeding significantly
increases the severity
of a crash and is a grow-
ing problem among teen
drivers. In the AAA
Foundation’s latest Traf-
fic Safety Culture Index,
half (49.7 percent) of
teen drivers reported
speeding on a residential
street in the past 30 days
and nearly 40 percent
say they sped on the
freeway.

DRINKING AND
DRIVING

Despite the fact that
teens cannot legally con-
sume alcohol, one in six
teen drivers involved in
fatal crashes during the
summer tested positive
for alcohol.

DISTRACTION - AN
UNDERREPORTED
PROBLEM

More than half of teen
drivers (52 percent) in
the AAA Foundation’s
latest Traffic Safety
Culture Index report
reading a text message
or email while driving

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nearly 40 percent report
sending a text or email.
It is difficult for law
enforcement to detect
distraction following a
crash, which has made
distracted driving one of
the most underreported
traffic safety issues.

Additional AAA Foun-
dation research using
in-vehicle dash-cam
videos of teen driver
crashes found distrac-
tion was involved in 58
percent of teen crashes,
approximately four
times as many as fed-
eral estimates. Driving
with other passengers
younger than 21 topped
the list of all distrac-
tions, causing even more
crashes than cell phones.

"When young drivers
share the car with their
friends, the focus can
easily shift away from
the road; dramatically
reducing their ability to
react to a hazard ahead,"
said Jenkins. "AAA
urges teens to be good
passengers. Help the
driver stay focused, and
assist them as needed
with adjustments to
things like the AC, music
or GPS."

HOW TO CURB
THE PROBLEM

AAA encourages par-
ents to:

» Talk with teens early
and often about ab-
staining from danger-
ous behavior behind
the wheel, such as
speeding, impairment
and distracted driving.

» Teach by example and
minimize risky behav-
ior when driving.

« Make a parent-teen
driving agreement
which sets family
rules for teen drivers.

“Parents can do so
much in setting teens up
to be a safe driver, yet

it's the teens themselves
who are ultimately re-
sponsible for practicing
safe driving habits,” said
Jenkins. “AAA urges
all drivers to store their
phones out of reach,
mind the speed limit,
and stay away from im-
pairing substances like
alcohol and marijuana.
This can help prevent
many crashes from ever
occurring.”

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AIMING AND ANGLING
The Annual Alligator Harvest “Lottery” is now open!

Always wanted to har-
vest an alligator? Well
if you’re lucky, you may
just get to do so. The
Alabama Department
of Conservation and
Natural Resources will
offer an alligator season
for five specific areas
in Alabama; with each
zone having a designated
number of allowed tags.

The American al-
ligator had been an
endangered species for
decades due to unregu-
lated harvesting by our
forefathers. However,
after decades of protec-
tion their population has
grown to a point where
they have been removed
from the endangered
list. In fact, these rep-
tiles have rebounded
to a point locally that
regulated hunts are
necessary to control and
manage their numbers
so they will not pose a
threat. This marks the
thirteenth year Alabama
has reinstated an alliga-
tor harvesting season.

Applications for Ala-
bama alligator season
tags must be made on-
line through the Outdoor
Alabama website (Out-
door Alabama Alligator
Hunt Registration link).
The application period
opened June 4th and will
close at 8:00 a.m. on July
10th. Applicants must
be at least 16 years old,
pay a $22 administrative
fee per zone, have a gov-
ernment issued picture
identification and a resi-

dent hunting license. Ap-
plicants may apply once
per zone. Preference
points are given to those
who have applied previ-
ously. The drawings will
be held at noon on July
10th for all zones. Those
selected must accept by
the following Wednesday
(July 17th) or their tag
will be given to the next
applicant on the list. Ap-
plicants may check for
their results on the same
website they registered
(Outdoor Alabama Al-
ligator Hunt Registration
link). The hunts will
begin in mid-August for
those randomly chosen.
All successful applicants
will be required to com-
plete an online training
course.

MONTGOMERY —
The AHSAA is saddened
to learn of the death
of Green Bay Packers
legendary quarterback
Bart Starr, 85, who died
on Sunday morning in
Birmingham, following
a recent illness.

Starr, who prepped
at Sidney Lanier High
School in Montgomery,
was the first athlete and
third person overall
from Alabama to be in-
ducted into the National
Hall School Hall of
Fame (Class of 1989).

“We offer our heart-
felt condolences to Mr.
Starr’s family,” said
AHSAA Executive Di-
rector Steve Savarese.
“Not only was he a leg-
end to student-athletes
and coaches alike in the
AHSAA and the nation,

he was an outstanding
leader on and off the
field and a person of
great character that set
an example for all of
use to aspire to.”

Starr, who partici-
pated in the AHSAA
1952 North-South
All-Star Game after
a stellar prep career
at Sidney Lanier, was
named MVP of the
South team in the 7-7
tie. He went on to the
University of Alabama
before embarking on a
career in the NFL play-
ing for the Packers from
1956 to 1971. He later
served as head coach at
Green Bay from 1975-
1983.

He was the first quar-
terback in NFL history
to win five NFL champi-
onships, and is still the
only QB to lead his team
to three consecutive

Boutique hotel good for Fairhope

The intersection of
Fairhope Avenue and
Section Street has been
at the heart of downtown
Fairhope for genera-
tions. It is right for resi-
dents, new and old, to
want to protect and do
what is best for the core
of their beloved city.

The best use would
seem to be the boutique
hotel proposed for the
site by developer Matt
Bowers.

As Bowers told the
Fairhope City Council
recently, something will

be built on that site. A
prime location, zoned for
business, at the center of
Alabama’s fastest grow-
ing city will not continue
to sit untouched.

A study by experts
hired by Bowers found
that the proposed small
hotel would be the best
use for the location and
for Fairhope. The hotel
would generate less traf-
fic, take up less parking
and cause less pedes-
trian congestion than
other possible uses, such
as stores or a restaurant.

The hotel would bring
in people who would
support Fairhope busi-
nesses and improve the
tax base.

Most of the hotel
would be 10 feet below
the city’s height limit
for the location, with
only the facade at the
entrance going up to the
full 40 feet.

City officials have
proposed negotiations
to swap the spot at the
intersection for property
up the street, allowing
the hotel to be built, but

not to intrude as much
on the open area near
the clock. If developers
and officials can reach
an agreement, this could
be the solution.

If they cannot, how-
ever, the solution would
be to allow the hotel to
be built as proposed.
Other than the fact that
it would be close to the
town clock and take up

space now open at the in-

tersection, space owned

by Bowers, there are few

objections to the design.
The hotel would be

well-suited to the charm
and appearance of down-
town Fairhope.

Another alternative
pointed out by Mayor
Karin Wilson at the
meeting would be that if
the city does not allow
a property owner to
make use of his parcel,
Fairhope could face an
expensive lawsuit that
could end up with the
city having to allow that
use.

Fairhope’s beauty and
appeal should be pro-
tected. It would appear,

however, that the best
way to do this is to allow
the hotel.

‘Carnival Eats’ a dream job for host Noah Cappe

If there are two skills Noah Cappe will one day take away from Cooking Channel’s
“Carnival Eats,” it’s being able to eat anything fried and to talk for extended periods
on camera without a script.

“All like that scary stuff that is normally everybody’s biggest fear,” explains the
Canadian-born presenter and actor, “you know, being on stage or having to speak
in front of large crowds or not knowing what youre going to say — are the weird
things that I love the most. I love when the camera starts rolling and all I know is the
vendor’s name and what we’re making and it’s like, let’s have fun getting there.”

“When people say to me, “What's your dream job?” I'm like, “Well, I kind of have it.’
I mean, you can eat fried food and travel around and ride rides and play games all day.
It’s kind of a dream job.”

The seventh season of the culinary travel series kicks off Sunday, June 9, and once
again finds Cappe venturing across the southern U.S. to sample more of the outside-
the-box creations that vendors sell at local, county and state fairs. In the fresh batch
of 13 episodes, he hits fairs in Florida, Texas, Louisiana and Arkansas, plus a stop in
Toronto, to try everything from funnel cakes and German desserts to cajun treats and
Mexican dishes.

In Sunday’s opener, he’s at the Arkansas State Fair in Little Rock, where the Arkansas
Slamwich and something dubbed the Stuffed Thanksgiving Taco are on the menu.

“It is exactly what it sounds like,” Cappe says of the latter comestible. “I mean, its in
a tortilla and kind of sealed up but filled with all of the classic Thanksgiving elements.

BEST PLAYS INTO MOVIES

“Casablanca” (1942) While stories abound
about the spontaneous backstage combustion
that resulted in one of the best-loved films of dll
time, the saga of reunited romantics Rick and
llsa (Humphrey Bogart, Ingrid Bergman) actually
was based on a play fitled “Everybody Comes
to Rick’s.”

“Arsenic and Old Lace” (1944) Director
Frank Capra was smart to hire Josephine Hull
and Jean Adair to reprise their Broadway
performances as surprisingly lethal ladies in this
comedy, dlso starring Cary Grant.

“Harvey” (1950) James Stewart had one
of his signature roles as Elwood P. Dowd, an
eccentric who maintains that a giant, invisible
rabbit by the name of Harvey is his best friend.
“A Streetcar Named Desire” (1951)
With his wail of “Stella!,” Marlon Brando
cemented himself as a screen force to be
reckoned with. Oscar winners Vivien Leigh, Kim
Hunter and Karl Malden also excel in director
Elia Kazan's take on Tennessee Williams' play.

“Mister Roberts” (1955) Llife aboard a
wartime ship is made hugely entertaining by
Henry Fonda in the title role, Oscar winner
Jack Lemmon as amiable Ensign Pulver, James
Cagney as their stern commander and William
Powell as the doctor aboard the vessel.
“Picnic” (1955) William Inge’s play was
“opened up” beautifully for the screen by
director Joshua Logan with on-location filming,
as William Holden plays a status-quo-shaking
newcomer to a fown in Kansas.

“The Odd Couple” (1968) Neil Simon'’s
plays yielded many movie franslations, but
arguably the most fully satisfying is Jack Lemmon
and Walter Matthau’s teaming as the unlikeliest
of roommates, fussy Felix and messy Oscar.
“The Lion in Winter” (1968) The sheer
ferocity of Peter O'Toole and Oscar winner
Katharine Hepburn as King Henry Il and Eleanor
of Aquitaine gives power to James Goldman's
adaptation of his play (for which he also won

an Academy Award).
