BAY MINETTE — The Baldwin Coun-
ty Legislative Delegation will move into 
a new Bay Minette office following an 
agreement Tuesday, Nov. 16, with the 
Baldwin County Commission.

Commissioners voted to lease a build-
ing on D’Olive Street after the delega-
tion agreed to pay the entire cost of  the 
lease, $49,080 a year. The initial resolu-
tion called for the commission and del-
egation to split the cost.

Under an act of  the Alabama Legisla-
ture, the county commission must pro-
vide office space for the state delega-
tion.

Commissioner Billie Jo Underwood, 
chairwoman of  the budget committee, 
initially asked that the vote be post-
poned until commissioners and legisla-
tors could discuss the proposal.

“I just simply didn't think we had had 
an opportunity to discuss this and since 
there was an ask of  the condition, a 
monetary amount,” Underwood said.

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Buried treasure  
Archeologists dig through 2,000 years of history before I-10 bridge construction begins

MOBILE — A dozen or so figures move 
cautiously, consistently, sometimes silently 
as the traffic on I-10 rumbles above.

They have spent thousands of  hours labor-
ing under sweltering heat and through a 
month’s worth of  monsoon-like rains.

These archeologists, unlike their movie 

star counterparts, prefer Crocs on their feet 
over fedoras on their heads. The plastic-soled 
shoes cause less damage to the soil than 
heavy boots, a concern to them because 
under their feet sits thousands of  years of  
history, neatly packed into what is sometimes 
just several feet of  dirt.

Archeologists with the University of  South 
Alabama have been tasked with selecting a 
handful of  sites to excavate and examine be-
fore construction on the new bridge across 

I-10 begins. The sites, officials believe, are 
among the most undisturbed along the corri-
dor.

This means artifacts found in those areas 
are found in context to the time they were 
put there rather than having been dug up 
and strewn about during construction of  
homes, businesses and even the current I-10 
bridge that was raised in the area in the late 
1970s.

Phillip Carr, chair of  the Department of  

Sociology, Anthropology and Social Work, 
said it is the placement of  the objects more 
than the actual object that helps archeolo-
gists better understand an area and its histo-
ry.

“By looking at material culture in certain 
strata, we can trace through time cultural 
changes and what life was like through time 
here in Mobile," he said.

The money comes from the Ala-
bama Department of  Economic and 
Community Affairs and was announced 
by Gov. Kay Ivey earlier this month.

The Baldwin County Economic Devel-
opment Alliance received $198,267 to in-
stall a two-bay charging station at the 
Baldwin County Commission Annex II 
on Alabama 59 in Robertsdale.

Lee Lawson, EDA director, said county 
officials have been working to increase 
the number of  charging stations across 
Baldwin. He said the effort began when 
economic development supporters were 
working to attract an electric vehicle 
battery project to the Megasite industri-
al park in Bay Minette.

“We took a long look at Baldwin 
County's electric vehicle charging 
infrastructure and just saw that it 
wasn't where we would have liked it to 
have been to confidently recruit electric 
vehicle manufacturers, for them to 
confidently place investment in our 
community with the lack of  
infrastructure investment we had,” 
Lawson said.

Bait your hook or cast your net from more than 660 miles of shoreline from 
Orange Beach to the south shore of Mobile County and Mobile Bay. Baldwin 

County offers a multitude of angling opportunities for fishing enthusiasts at every 
level.

KINDS OF FISH
l AMBERJACK can be found all year 
but peak from May until September. 
Abundant around wrecks, reefs and gas 
platforms in Gulf waters off Baldwin 
County’s south coast.
l BLACKFIN TUNA can be found May 
through December with a peak in late 
June through July by trolling and jigging 
in offshore Gulf waters.
l FLOUNDER are abundant on and 
around structures like piers and drop 
offs along the Eastern Shore.
l GROUPER can be found all year in 
the Gulf of Mexico off Baldwin County’s 
south coast.
l KING MACKEREL can be found along 
coastal and offshore Gulf waters, partic-
ularly around wrecks, rigs, obstructions, 
ledges, lumps and other structures from 
May through October.
l MULLET can be found near inshore 
artificial reefs and around oyster reefs 
and tidal river mouths.
l REDFISH are abundant around the 
mouth of Mobile Bay near 
Fort Morgan.
l RED SNAPPER season and limits 
change based on the abundance of the 
fish. Red snapper can be found offshore 
around natural structures or artificial 
reefs.
l SEATROUT can be caught along Gulf 
beaches in March and in rivers and
above the Mobile Bay Causeway in late 
fall and winter.

l SHARKS are commonly caught from 
March through November around oys-
ter reefs, bridge pilings, inshore artificial 
reefs, rock jetties and oyster reef areas 
during flooding tides.
l SPECKLED TROUT can be found in the 
shallows of Mobile Bay.
l WAHOO can be found by trolling in 
offshore Gulf waters from May through 
October.
l WHITING can be found in the Gulf 
surf zone of coastal waters and off Gulf 
piers and lower portions of the bays, 
including lower bay piers.
l YELLOWFIN TUNA can be found in 
offshore Gulf waters from April through 
December with a peak in June and July.
