Research indicates at 
least three critical con-
tent categories in early 
literacy: oral language 
comprehension, phono-
logical awareness, and 
print knowledge. Just as 
important is the motiva-
tion of students to partic-
ipate in print-related ac-
tivities. In our preschool 
classrooms, teachers de-
velop the important lit-
eracy skills through rich 
teacher talk, using rare 
words children may not 
encounter everyday, and 
by facilitating conversa-
tions where children’s 
comments are extended 
into more descriptive, 
grammatically mature 
statements. Not only 
are children read aloud 
to where they have the 
opportunity to dig deep-
er into the text through 
questioning and discus-
sion, but they also par-
ticipate in phonological 
awareness activities in 
Fundations and Heg-

gerty activities. Students 
also are encouraged to 
use emergent forms of 
writing in their daily 
journals and the writing 
center. Here students 
learn how print is a tool 
for making meaning and 
as a way to communicate 
with others. Children 
may begin by drawing 
and scribbling followed 
by “reading” their marks, 
recognizing and writing 
their own names, and de-
veloping a wider ability 
to write words from sto-
ries, work, and play.

A preschool sched-
ule should also include 
plenty of time for unin-
terrupted play so chil-
dren have the time they 
need to work on sus-
tained tasks of interest 
allowing exploration of 
materials and complex, 
evolved experiences 
over time. Curiosity and 
risk-taking is celebrat-
ed as inquiry-based ex-

ploration during center 
choice time is conducted. 
Items in their environ-
ment change throughout 
the year so children have 
multiple opportunities 
to engage in questioning 
and exploration. They 
are encouraged to com-
municate their findings 
at group time and indi-
vidually with a teacher. 
In addition, a great fo-
cus is placed on using 
these social moments to 
develop problem solving 
and learn how to man-
age emotions. During 
group times, students 
work on identifying feel-
ings, possible causes for 
these feelings, and how 
to handle them in an ap-
propriate manner.   They 
learn the words to say 
how they feel and how to 
let others know. Center 
time is the perfect time 
to do this as teachers 
are there modeling ap-
propriate behavior and
