NOCATEE HAPPENINGS

Community leaders address current
issues in St. Johns County at town hall

By Amber Lake

Community members had the rare
opportunity to raise concerns with three
different St. Johns County officials at a
town hall held in Nocatee on Wednes-
day, May 15.

Commissioner Jeremiah Blocker of
District 4, County Administrator Mi-
chael Wanchick and Sheriff David Shoar
attended the event at Crosswater Hall
to present on current topics and answer
questions to a packed house of almost
200 residents.

Notable topics included growing pains
associated with the area’s tremendous
population growth, golf cart regulation,
county budget issues and new facilities.

Blocker pointed out that St. Johns
County is facing an increased demand in
many basic services it provides, includ-

being a “public and private partnership.”
He also mentioned that a developer may
be willing to donate land to the county
for the library.

“We are primed,” Blocker said. “The
residents want it. We in the county want
it as well but going forward having
limited dollars, (we feel that) having a
strategic partnership with a public and
private (partnership) is the way to go.”

The issue of “limited dollars” has
been raised often, particularly by County
Administrator Michael Wanchick, who
spoke to the concern at the town hall
meeting.

“The question is simply this, what
form of government do you want from
St. Johns County?”” Wanchick asked. “Is
it more important to you to keep taxes
and fees low if it means diminishing our

ing fire rescue, roads, parks and libraries.
He stressed that there is no way to curb
the influx of people moving to the area,
so accounting for the demand is some-

quality of life? Or is there some level
of revenue increase that is acceptable
to the community? Because it’s your
community. If it means maintaining and

thing the county is tasked with handling.
In addition, this growth isn’t limited
to residential increases, Blocker said,
but non-residential developments such
as the new PGA TOUR expansion for its
headquarters in Ponte Vedra Beach and

Northrop Grumman’s Center of Excel-
lence. According to the U.S Census
Bureau, St. Johns County’s population
was at 254,261 in 2018, which was over
10,000 more than it was the previous
year.

A few questions were raised by No-
catee residents about adding a library to
their own community. Blocker said the
board recently passed a vote in favor of
opening a process for building the facil-
ity in the location with the intention of it

enhancing our quality of life ... I ask
that question because the needs of the
community far outweigh the financial
resources we have.”

This service will be
available Mondays and Wednesdays between 9 a.m. and
2 p.m. by appointment only, as of May 20. To make an
appointment, call (904) 819-3632.

“After a very successful pilot program launch and
implementation in the Northwest, it’s now time to expand
our offered services to the Northeast as well,” Conrad
said. “We’re constantly looking at ways to meet the needs
of our constituents in a sustainable and fiscally conserva-
tive manner and this has proven to be just that.”

Upon making an appointment, the Clerk’s staff will
advise you regarding the forms needed to complete the
application and the acceptable methods of payment. In
addition to passport applications, citizens will also be
able to get their passport photos taken on site for a fee of
$10.65.

Crash on
Ponte Vedra
Boulevard
leaves 1 dead

A fatal crash occurred Sunday on Ponte Vedra
Boulevard at approximately 12:15 a.m.

According to the crash report from the St. Johns
County Sheriff’s Office (SJSO), two men were riding
in a Ferrari headed north, approaching the intersec-
tion of Sawgrass Drive East, when the vehicle hit
a curb, causing the driver to lose control, slide and
strike a power pole, utility box and multiple trees.
Tennessee residents James Richardson, 42, and Jef-
fery Richmond Jr., 41, were ejected from the vehicle.
Richardson was pronounced deceased at Beaches
Baptist hospital, while Richmond remained hospital-
ized at Memorial Hospital.

Neither occupant was registered to the vehicle. In
fact, the car was registered to a Ponte Vedra Beach
resident who lives on Ponte Vedra Boulevard. SJSO
said investigators are still working on determining
who was driving.

Population growth has also led to an influx of
golf carts, especially in the Nocatee area.

$40 million committed for upgrades,
modernization throughout resort

Ponte Vedra Inn & Club announced in a press release on
Monday plans to conduct a comprehensive, $8 million resto-
ration of the Ocean Course 18-hole golf course.

Beginning in August 2019, the Ocean Course will close
for one year, allowing for the full renovation of the course.
According to the release, the project will fully restore the
greens, fairways, tees, bunkers, irrigation, drainage, grassing,
bridges/bulkhead and landscaping, as well as make significant
improvements to the driving range and practice facilities.

The renovation project is led by noted course designer Bobby
Weed, who led the course’s previous renovation in 1998.

“For more than 90 years, the Ocean Course has been en-
joyed by club members and guests from around the world,”
said Herbert Hill Peyton, chairman of GATE Petroleum

Company. “We are pleased that the $8 million project will
restore the Ocean Course to its past glory.”

As the Ponte Vedra Inn & Club approaches its centennial
anniversary, the company has committed nearly $40 million

What do you enjoy most about living in
Ponte Vedra Beach?

Wow — that is a hard question to answer. There are so
many things to enjoy about this community that it’s dif-
ficult to identify one thing that I enjoy most. I grew up in
big-city Philadelphia. In a million years I never dreamed
God would bless me with living in such a welcoming
and beautiful community. I love to watch the sun come
up, walk on the beach looking for sharks’ teeth or just sit
on the beach with a good book and listen to waves crash-
ing on the shore.

“When it comes to living large, I say turn
it up ‘til the knob falls off and throw it out
the window.”

Barret Platten Naylor lived a large, joyful
life which was cut short a day after his 57th
birthday on Thursday, May 9, 2019, due to
complications from a liver transplant.

Barret was a life
force who radiated
love and selflessness.

Barrett was born in Greenwich, Connect-
icut, in 1962.

There was nothing he wouldn’t do for
them. They were the proudest parts of his
life. He supported Christian and Whit-
ney immensely throughout each of their
careers, in the sport of rowing and always
gave back to their respective school pro-
grams. He became a true shining beacon in
each of their communities throughout all
walks of their lives.

Barret began his professional career at
Grey Advertising in New York City, but
soon thereafter brought his skills and pas-
sion to the field of finance. In 1998, he be-
came “Co-Founder and Poobah” when he
and business partner Doug Lowey started
Brownstone Investment Group. Barret
became a force to be reckoned with as a
bond salesman and industry leader.

recognizable BB-isms. Another famous
Barret line was, “if you didn’t pour it,
don’t drink it,” and his house rule was, “If
you can find it you can have it.” His pas-
sion was to teach life lessons of commu-
nication, humility, leadership and balance.

The places you could most often find
BB were Norton Point Beach in Martha’s
Vineyard with his family and friends in
what he called “the Circle of Love,” golf-
ing (he was very proud of his hole-in-one
at Pine Valley) or cheering on the New
England Patriots with his wife Kim, who
he referred to as “coach” when the games
were on.

Many define Barret as one-of-a-kind,

a legend. He truly left a lasting mark on
each person he met. Barret will be missed
by so many, but will watch over us as he
dances above with loved ones in eternal
life.

Mae conventional loan limit is $484,350.
Vacation and Second home loans above
this are considered Jumbo loans. A buyer
can use a mortgage regardless of the sale
price.

warmth and happiness

If you have ever wandered through
“Old Ponte Vedra,” then you have no doubt
gazed in wonder at 317 San Juan Drive.

The owners, Bob and Sallie Anne Hart,
named their creation Serendipity. The
loose definition is good fortune. This
home exudes love, warmth and happiness.

use the sun through photomosaic cells. We
take advantage of a heat exchange system.
Our geothermal system heats our water,
warms and cools the air. Our energy is a
clean renewable source.”

The house does use electricity, but far
less than even the average.

Everything in this house captures the
eye and raises the senses. There’s a natural
traffic flow from room to room. Your eye
roams from the wide-planked hardwood
floors to the intricate crown molding
throughout. The soft colors contrast with
the bright sunshine outside. At what point
does a house become a home? Sallie Anne
Hart, who designed the interior, has the
answer.

“There are moments when it feels like
a little cottage by the sea because it has
S0 many warm, inviting spaces,” she said.
“There are other moments when it feels
grand and beautiful.”

Grand and beautiful it is, without ques-
tion. It is comprised of three structures, the
main house, a guest house and caretaker’s
quarters. It has two elevators, eight bed-
rooms and baths as well as two half baths.
In total, it is nearly 12,000 square feet. The
living area outside is stately with an expan-
sive patio, infinity pool, two gardens, an
outdoor fireplace, a full enclosed summer
kitchen, two pavilions and a huge fenced
backyard with water-to-golf views. In

What you need to know about summertime pool prep

The heat is here, the sun is shining and
the smell of barbecue on the grill is filling
the air. Finally, Memorial Day and the
unofficial kick off to summer has arrived!

We are fortunate in Florida to rarely
close our pools during the winter. But
winter often makes us lax in our routine
maintenance of our pool and backyard
area during the colder months.

Now that it is time to return to your
outdoor oasis, I have compiled a mini-
list to help ensure you will enjoy your
personal backyard retreat throughout the
coming months.

1. Set a reminder to check your
water chemistry twice a week. With
the warmer temperatures, afternoon
rains and various lotions that will be in
your water now that you are using your
pool more frequently, it is important to
monitor your water chemistry. Running
your pump longer during the day than

you did in the winter months, maintain-
ing a proper pH and increasing chlorine
production as needed will help ensure
you and your family/friends have safe

swimming water. Keep in mind, you can
take water samples to local pool service
stores to check the chemistry for you.
Or, if you decide you just want to enjoy

your pool and have someone else handle
the chemistry, contact your local licensed
pool service company.

2. When checking your water chem-
istry, make sure the water level in your
pool is halfway up your waterline tile.
With all the extra swimming (and can-
nonballs!) that will be taking place, you
will lose more water than usual, and it is
imperative the water level does not drop
below the skimmer so your pump does
not burn out. Purchase a hose reel and set
it near the pool deck for quick access and
easy storage.

3. Do a solid check of the pool equip-
ment. First, make sure the pump is not
making any loud noises, as this may
indicate the motor is in need of inspection.
Second, increase the amount of time your
pump runs each day to make sure your
water is being properly circulated. Third,
clean your filter to make sure you are
getting optimal filtration (and clean your

replied, “T hope you get to see me tee off; |
haven’t made the cut the last two years.”
told him, “Russell, we are cooking for you
this week, so you WILL make the cut!”
He indeed made the cut, and I would like
to think a little piece of that was good fuel
from good food.

A few weeks later, I interviewed Russell
and Andrea about their experience having
personal chefs during THE PLAYERS
week. They expressed how refreshing it
was not having to deal with restaurant res-
ervations, limited menu options and hav-
ing the flexibility to adjust the number of
guests for dinner each evening as needed.
Another huge perk for them was having
customized meals where they did not have
to worry about hidden ingredients that
could aggravate food sensitivities.

m 1 teaspoon of chili powder

m 1 teaspoon of cumin

m 2 teaspoons of oregano

m 1/4 teaspoon of cinnamon

m 1/2 teaspoon of cayenne pepper

m 1 tablespoon of chipotle hot sauce

m Juice of 2 limes

m 1/2 cup of fresh squeezed orange juice

m 12 ounces of standard lager beer — we used
a gluten-free beer

m 1/2 cup of good quality fire-roasted tomato

Place pork shoulder in slow cooker. Roughly
chop garlic and rub onto meat. Mix dry season-
ings and sprinkle onto meat and rub in. Add
lime juice, orange juice, beer and salsa. Cover
and cook on low for eight hours.

When done, remove meat to separate pan and
shred with fork, reserving sauce separately.
Preheat oven to broil. Line a baking sheet with
aluminum foil. Place shredded meat on baking
sheet. Broil for five to seven minutes, watch-
ing carefully. You want to “crisp” up the tips of
the meat. Midway, remove and toss around.
Continue until edges of meat are browned.
Just before serving, drizzle juices from pork
over meat and serve on tortillas with all of your
favorite toppings.

salt cell according to the manufacturer’s
recommendation if you have one at this
time). Again, if you do not feel comfort-
able with this (or you hear unexpected
noises!), contact your local licensed pool
company to perform a service call.

4. Once you’ve confirmed the pool
and the equipment are in proper oper-
ating condition, it is time to shift your
attention to the surrounding area. Start
by cleaning up your deck so it is ready
for all the foot traffic it will experience
over the coming months. You can find a
pressure washer at any local hardware
store that will do the job along with weed
killer that you can spray as needed. You
may also choose to have your deck sealed
to help protect it from the sun and debris
(as well as any food or beverages) over
the course of the summer. Profession-
ally licensed companies will clean your
deck prior to sealing, though be sure
they are sealing your deck according to
the manufacturer’s guidelines and using
a sealer that accomplishes your goal for
your deck.

5. Freshen up your landscaping to
capture that resort feel in your back-
yard. Get your planters re-mulched or
rocked, and add a few colorful perennial
plants or palms to amplify that tropical
feel.

6. Don’t shy from last-minute addi-
tions. It is not too late to add a pergola to
create some shade if your backyard has
great sun exposure, an outdoor kitchen
with built-in appliances to maximize your
time outside or even new outdoor furni-
ture (with umbrellas as needed). These
last-minute additions are all great ways to
maximize your backyard time during the
months ahead!

Handle this checklist so you can spend
your Memorial Day (and beyond) making
memories in your backyard this summer.
Now grab the sunscreen and enjoy your
oasis!

Guests at the Benefactor Party also had
the chance to hear from the Cultural Cen-
ter team, led by Executive Director Donna
Guzzo, about the organization’s upcoming
events and activities. One such highlight
is the Cultural Center’s first national exhi-
bition, “1 Cent Life,” a pop art exhibition
including works by Andy Warhol coming
in fall 2019. Proceeds from the Home &
Art Tour benefited that exhibition.

Board President Art Hayden also dis-
cussed the Cultural Center’s plans to build
a new building on A1A between Sawgrass
Village and the Summer House condos.
The project is pending negotiations with

Alta Mar Holdings LLC. The owners of
the Oak Bridge Club plan to sell the back
40 acres of the golf course for commercial
and age-restricted residential, including

a section of land to the Cultural Center,
but has faced a lawsuit over the proposed
development. Hayden said he expects the
situation to settle in early July. At that
point, he said he expects the project to
start, with groundbreaking expected to
take place in early 2020.

“We think it’s going to be a great addi-
tion to the community,” Hayden said. “We
currently service about 8,000 people a
year, but with this facility and the kinds of
things we can do, we will touch the com-
munity in the area of 30,000 or 35,000
people. It’s a big effort for Ponte Vedra
and a big effort for us.”

art show

The Ponte Vedra Public Education
Foundation held its annual student art
show May 5 at the Sawgrass Marriott
Golf Resort & Spa.

Expanding this year into an art show
and festival, the event featured the local
public schools’ top artwork made during
the 2018-2019 school year. The work was
selected by art teachers, and a live adjudi-
cation of Best in Shown honors by three
pillars of the local arts community — lo-
cal artist and art teacher Sharon Goldman,
Florida State College at Jacksonville pro-
fessor of art and community mural artist
Dustin Harewood, and Cultural Center at
Ponte Vedra Beach community outreach
advisor Angela de Gregory.

The event also featured performances
by Ponte Vedra High School’s 17-piece
jazz band, Nease High School’s jazz
quartet and a troupe of dancers led by
Nease alumnus Drue Williams. The high
school bands were invited to showcase
the schools’ music departments, and the
dance trio was incorporated to illustrate
the elegance of collaboration among the
arts. Their Bob Fosse-inspired choreogra-
phy by Miss Williams was performed in
an improvisational delivery, set to match
the tempo of jazz numbers that the two
bands played. These dancers are current
students at PV/PV Rawlings Elementary
School, Landrum Middle School and
Palm Valley Academy.

This expansion of the annual public
celebration of Ponte Vedra’s student artists
kicks off an expansion of the Foundation’s
programming in support of public schools’
funding and resources for arts education.
Beginning in the 2019-2020 school year,
the Foundation will add grants to music
and drama departments at Ponte Vedra
High School and Nease High School, en-
gaging their ensembles to perform at local
elementary and middle schools.

Also, traditional teacher mini-grants,
fine art reference materials and the annual
art show geared toward the schools’ art
departments will feature a focus on cross-
school education and activities. According
to the Foundation, the aim is to give high
school students a chance to present their
arts and the rising students educational
experiences from their esteemed upper-
classmen. The mission is also to foster an
arts community among Ponte Vedra public
school students of all locales and ages.

Prior to his appointment with the Jack-
sonville Symphony, Farias served as the
assistant conductor of the Virginia Sym-
phony Orchestra under JoAnn Falletta’s
leadership.

continued his graduate piano studies at
the New England Conservatory as a full-
scholarship student of Wha-Kyung Byun
and Russell Sherman. He has won first
prize at the Claudio Arrau International
Piano Competition and prizes at the Maria
Canals and Luis Sigall Piano Competi-
tions. As a conductor, Farias attended the
University of Illinois working with Don-
ald Schleicher, the Peabody Conservatory
with Marin Alsop and worked privately
with Larry Rachleff and the late Otto-
Werner Mueller.

Besides having a fond love for piano,
chamber and contemporary music, Farias

is a passionate reader of second-order cy-
bernetics as a way to help understand how
complex systems organize, coordinate
and interconnect with one another. This
includes the interdependent and recursive
nature of musical experiences, in which
performers and audiences alike interact
and respond to each other.

“It’s just so exciting to be part of such
an extraordinary organization like the
Jacksonville Symphony,” Farias said.
“I’m looking forward to working with
the amazing musicians of the Symphony,
Music Director Courtney Lewis and the
entire administration. I very much admire
what the Symphony has done for the Jack-
sonville community, so I can’t wait to call
Jacksonville my new home and share my
life story with all of you.”
