COVID-19 drive-thru testing

Florida Department of Health in St.
Johns County has expanded COVID-19
Specimen Collection Testing to include
those individuals who are asymptomatic
(without signs or symptoms of CO-
VID-19) and wish to know their current
status. Tests will be given at the County
Health and Human Services Building at
200 San Sebastian View in St. Augustine.
Tests will be offered from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m.
from Monday through Thursday and from
9 a.m. to noon on Sunday.

About 150 residents were tested on
Monday, according to the health depart-
ment.

This point-in-time testing is not
antibody testing, it is diagnostic testing
to show if an individual currently has
the COVID-19 virus. This will provide
information regarding the prevalence
of COVID-19 within our community so
we can best prepare and respond to this
public health threat.

Department of Health in St. Johns
County’s expanded testing initiative,
called “May2Day”, began on May 7, 2020
in support of the Governor’s Safe. Smart.
Step-by-Step. Plan for Florida’s Recovery.

The Florida Department of Health in
St. Johns County’s COVID-19 Specimen
Collection for Lab Testing will be offered,

while supplies last and weather permit-
ting, on a first come, first serve basis.

Those who wish to be tested, please
note the following:

m This expanded COVID-19 specimen
collection/testing is a free service;

m No more than four people in the car;

m A form of photo identification is
needed for each person to be tested;

m Bring your own pen to use when

completing testing forms;

m For the health and safety of public
health responders, all people in the car
over age 2 must have a mask or other
alternative face covering; and

m No pets in the car.

Persons wanting a test will need to fill

Local man survives COVID-19,
donates blood to fight disease

Trial treatment could mean hope
for those struggling with novel virus

Ponte Vedra resident Warren Chandler was in the midst
of enjoying a “trip of a lifetime” exploring the wine regions
of Australia with his wife. Starting in Sydney, they ex-
plored the Adelaide Hills and were on to taste the dark-
skinned, jammy grapes of the Barossa Valley, who spent
their long days baking in the hot sun by stone cottages.

All that came to an abrupt halt, however, when two
members of their tour group came down with COVID-19.

Of the 18 people on the tour, 17 of them tested positive.
One was bedridden for almost two weeks. Another needed
to be hospitalized and ended up on a ventilator for 12 days.

“Everybody was conscientious,” Chandler said. “The
age group was a little older. Most of the folks were 60 to 70
years old. Age-wise we were a concerned group.”

Chandler’s symptoms proved mild, consisting of a head-
ache, nausea and loss of energy. His wife, who tested posi-
tive many days after he did, suffered only slightly worse
than him, including a mild fever and loss of taste.

“I think everyone gets that concern that this little cough
or this little headache could get worse and worse,” Chan-
dler said. “Every morning that you start off not feeling
well, you’re asking yourself how much is this going to
get worse? Am I going to get better? In my case, luckily it
never got worse.”

Chandler’s trip started in early March, before cases
started skyrocketing and social restrictions and travel bans
were in place. At the time he contracted the illness, only 42
people in South Australia tested positive. Many weeks later
when he was discharged from his hotel quarantine and ar-
rived home, he came upon an article about a new treatment
for the disease which uses a recovered individual’s antibod-
ies to fight against the virus.

As one of the few and first that have tested positive,
Chandler searched and found LifeSouth, a non-profit com-
munity blood bank that serves more than 100 hospitals in
Alabama, Florida and Georgia. The nonprofit is currently

accepting convalescent plasma donations to help treat criti-
cally sick COVID-19 patients.

“The idea with it is that once you’ve recovered, you’ve
formed antibodies those antibodies can help somebody else
stimulate their immune response,” said Dr. Chris Lough,
LifeSouth’s vice president of medical services.

While the treatment is still in clinical trials, Dr. Lough
has high hopes for the possibility of real, effective results.

“Early results have been good,” Dr. Lough said. “We’ve
seen similar good results in past diseases with the flu, they
did it with MERS and the original COVID [SARS], so
there is some precedent for it.”

According to Dr. Lough, there currently isn’t any ef-
fective treatment for COVID-19 patients, with hospitals
providing only supportive care to patients struggling with
respiratory failure and other symptoms. With plasma treat-
ment, the donor’s antibodies directly act upon the virus in
the immune system or the patient’s antibodies can become
stimulated by the presence of equipped antibodies who’ve
encountered the virus before. One donation from a recov-
ered COVID-19 individual can treat up to four patients
currently struggling with the disease.

“The early stuff out of China has shown that there are
good signals of faster recovery as well as fewer mortali-
ties,” Dr. Lough said. “We see fewer people dying when
they get this.”

While nobody can say for sure if plasma donation is truly
a lifesaving treatment, “there is a lot of hope right now,”
according to Dr. Lough.

Chandler, who saw the real danger up close, believes that
a donation could potentially make a difference for someone
battling the disease — and hope alone isn’t exactly worth-
less these days.

“I got lucky,” Chandler said. “If this could help anybody
else that would be great.”

Recovered patients who were tested and found positive
and have not had symptoms for at least 14 days and test
negative by a lab — or have not had symptoms for 28 days
— are asked to donate plasma. Potential donors should
email medicaloffice@lifesouth.org or call (888) 795-2707.

out two forms, listing address and emergency con-
tacts. Once you are next in line, the test takes less
than a minute. It includes having a small probe
inserted into one nostril for about five seconds
and then reinserted into the other nostril for five
seconds.

The health department said it will call with
results in as few as three days.

Additional sites may be utilized on an occasion-
al basis, as deemed necessary, to meet the needs
of vulnerable populations, which may require a
change in days or times at this location.

As part of this expanded community testing ef-
fort, the COVID-19 Specimens for Testing will be
shipped to a state-contracted commercial laborato-
ry. Results of COVID-19 testing will be provided
as the lab results become available to the Florida
Department of Health in St. Johns County.

Students collect 13,000
signatures to demand
graduation ceremonies

St. Johns County seniors have col-
lected more than 13,000 signatures on
three online petitions to ask the school
district to reconsider its plan to cancel
high school graduation ceremonies.

All three petitions ask that graduations
be rescheduled rather than completed in
a virtual format.

“The seniors of 2020 deserve
to walk across the stage for their
accomplishments and success
throughout their schooling,” St.
Augustine High senior Jillian LaValley
posted on change.org. “It is unfair
to simply cancel normal ceremonies
and move the graduation to virtual
premises because the seniors are unable
to experience what every other person
has been able to feel. Virtual graduation
is extremely unrealistic as there isn’t
even a plan. Please take the minds of
the seniors into consideration before
taking away an experience of a lifetime.
Postponing graduation will allow seniors
to eventually experience the ceremony
they deserve.”

The district said the uncertainty of
COVID-19 — and the restrictions that
are in place to fight it — made it too
difficult to reschedule.

Superintendent Tim Forson canceled
the annual rite of passage on April 2,
calling it a “difficult decision.”

He said the fact the University
of North Florida Arena wouldn’t
be available and the uncertainty
surrounding COVID-19 left him with
few options.

“The UNF arena is no longer available
and I believe our high schools need to be
consistent in how we celebrate the Class
of 2020,” Forson said on the district’s
website. “In addition, COVID-19 could
still be a threat into the summer, we
simply do not know. Your school will
communicate virtual graduation plans as
soon as they are finalized.”

Currently, St. Johns County, along
with the State of Florida, with the CDC
and Florida Department of Health, have
limited all gatherings to 10 or fewer
people.

Ponte Vedra High’s Aiden Stavros
posted a message on LaValley’s site,
saying: “I am a high school student who
has worked extremely hard the last four
years for one moment: graduation, and
by canceling graduation the school is
not recognizing all the hard work that all
450 PVHS students did!!!”

Anna Jacobson, who attends
Menendez High, said she understands
the importance of distancing and taking

precautions against the coronavirus, but
she’d rather the school district simply
postpone graduation ceremonies until a
later date — even if it’s in mid-summer.
“Graduation has officially been
canceled and it is devastating news
to students and families,” her petition
states. “Us seniors, who have been
working towards graduation since
elementary school are completely
heartbroken over this decision to cancel

It’s different
than 2008 (economic collapse) when
there was such a decline. We have been
blessed by God and we have come
back from these things every time and
we expect that will happen this time
as well. This definitely was a unique
situation for everyone. The one in 2008
was financial. It was a recession.

Is this the original location?

This is our third location. The first
one we were in was by Eckerd Drugs,
which then became CVS. We were
there for 27 years. Then they tore down
the old part of the Village and we were
in a temporary space where Aqua Grill
is now for three years. We’ve been in
this location for five years.

SJClifequards prepare for open
beaches, Memorial Day weekend

By Daniela Toporek

St. Johns County beaches have been
reopened for regular hours and activities.
And while residents prepare for another
day in the sun, county lifeguards are pre-
paring for a growing influx of beachgoers,
especially during Memorial Day weekend.

At the start of the COVID-19 pandemic,
the county’s marine rescue still operated
under pre-beach season hours, according
to its spokesperson, Jeremy Robshaw,
so employment and operations weren’t
altered as drastically as other industries.

But now that beaches reopened just
before summer, lifeguards are quickly
training for what they expect to be a busy
and thriving season as those who were

quarantined in their homes anxiously make

way back to the ocean shore.

“We’ve just been preparing and an-
ticipating large crowds,” Robshaw said.
“We’ve handled that so far. We’re looking
at what it’s going to take to get back to full
operations.”

Marine Rescue had to cancel dates for
its lifeguard tryouts program during the
shutdown, but it resumed last week after

the county lifted regulations.

“We’re all in compliance with all
the guidelines,” Robshaw said. “We’ve
received the same training for protec-
tive equipment like gloves, goggles, rain
shields and received all the recent informa-
tion on social distancing. Now, we’re back
to the lifeguard training and just trying to
get staff prepared.”

The main focus for Marine Rescue is
to be fully staffed and ready for Memo-
rial Day weekend. And so far, according
to Robshaw, almost everyone has been
cooperative with the new regulations and
distancing guidelines — beachgoers and
staff included.

“There haven’t been any major issues,”
he said. “There are always a couple outli-
ers, but for the most part, everyone has
been well-behaved, respectful and they’re
just thankful to finally be back out on the
beaches.”

For now, lifeguards are positioned in
rescue trucks along the shore. They will
move to their more-recognizable towers
during the Memorial Day weekend and
will maintain their well-positioned perches
through Labor Day weekend.

Beaches Commmunity Fund awards
nearly $365,000 to area nonprofits

The Beaches Community Fund, an
initiative of The Community Founda-
tion for Northeast Florida, has rallied
behind the Beaches-area nonprofit
community to make nearly $365,000 in
grants to address both immediate, CO-
VID-19 related needs and continuing
issues. This year’s grantmaking amount
is the largest in the Beaches Community
Fund’s five-year history, and brings to
more than $1 million its total invest-
ment in Beaches-area organizations.

“Since we’ve worked closely with
the Beaches nonprofit community for
five years, we immediately recognized
the additional stress the pandemic
would place on these agencies and their
clients,” said David Loeb, a member of
the Beaches Community Fund.

The Beaches Community Fund heard
the local nonprofit Beaches organiza-
tions as they reported an escalating
need for food, financial assistance, food
deliveries for isolated seniors, tempo-
rary shelter for homeless individuals

“We understand that these nonprofit
organizations need maximum flexibility
right now to respond to our communi-
ty’s immediate needs without jeopardiz-
ing their ability to survive,” said Helen
Short, also a member of the Beaches
Community Fund.

COASTAL LANDSCAPE

What do you think of when someone
says coastal landscaping?

Landscaping with minimal lines, very
flowy, not neat and tidy. Coastal landscap-
ing takes an organic approach to landscap-
ing with plants “blowing in the breeze.”

Most popular colors used are whites,
greens, blues and splashes of pink. We
usually cluster grasses such as muhly or
fountain grass to create the windy look.

Another great addition to coastal land-

scaping in the addition of climbing vines
such as confederate jasmine. Use a trellis
or pergola to climb the vine to create your
oasis. Coastal landscaping is very relaxing
and reminds you of the beach, if it’s not
already in your backyard.

When creating a whimsical coastal
landscape, we can use a mixture of the
following:

Palms: Sylvesters, Queen palms, Biz-
marck’s and Ribbon Palms

Plants and flowers: Muhly Grass,
Fountain Grass, Gaillardia, Gaura, Dune
Sunflower, Dwarf Fakahatchee, Foxtail
Fern, Blue Daze, Confederate Jasmine and
Sea oats on dunes.

With all landscapes, the key to success
is knowing the sun/shade ratios in your
yards as well as what each plant requires
and planting accordingly. Annuals are
always welcome in any landscape to add

seasonal color to your gorgeous design.

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3 tips to keep your student’s

Recently reopened park has new
attractions, educational entertainment

The Alligator Farm resumed business May 4, among
the first North Florida attractions to reopen after CO-
VID-19 pandemic restrictions were lifted.

For many parents facing a summer with limited educa-
tional options and ever-shrinking homes, the St. Augus-
tine zoo may feel like the light at the end of the tunnel.

While the Alligator Farm isn’t doing shows due to
keeping a 25% occupancy, the zoo is rolling out a fresh
menu of alligator attractions and educational opportu-
nities fitting with current CDC guidelines and health
standards.

When Gov. Ron DeSantis issued a statewide stay-at-
home order in mid-March, many facilities like zoos have
struggled to keep their animals fed under limited staff and
income.

“One week seemed like three,” said Trevor Mia, Cura-
tor of Education at the Alligator Farm Zoological Park.

The farm is one of the few places still
hosting a summer camp, where children
can spend the day at the zoo creating
crafts, playing games, viewing animal
presentations and shows, trekking through
the zoo and talking with keepers.

CHECKYOUR EYE CLINIC'S SAFETY
PROCEDURES

Before making your appointment, call
your eye care provider to discuss their
safety procedures. Your clinic should
be taking precautions to ensure your
health and safety. While each office will
have its own protocols, there are some
general guidelines all should follow.
Those include social distancing, frequent
hand washing, the use of face masks
and gloves, and regularly disinfecting
surfaces and exam equipment.

For example, at Florida Eye Special-
ists, some of the safety steps we’re taking
include limiting our waiting room to 10
patients at a time, at least 6 feet apart.
Everyone’s temperature is checked upon

arrival, and all staff, doctors and patients
are provided masks to wear at all times.

so patients know the room has been
disinfected before they enter. Patients
will then stay in the same room for all
portions of their exam, limiting mobility
around the office.

Have you planned
foryour legacy?

Like most people,
you probably want
to leave something
behind for your loved
ones and possibly to
some charitable organi-
zations. In other words,
you want to create a

legacy. But how?

To leave the legacy
you want, you need
to construct a comprehensive estate plan.
There’s not a “one-size-fits-all” model for
everyone, but these are the key elements of
most estate plans:

m Beneficiary designations — Beneficiary
designations are typically found on retire-
ment accounts (such as your 401(k) and
IRA) and life insurance policies. In many
states, beneficiary designations may also be
added to banking and brokerage accounts,
where they are referred to as Pay on Death
or Transfer on Death designations. These
designations can supersede the instructions
on your will — yet nearly two-thirds of
Americans have not designated beneficiaries
for any of their accounts, according to the
recent Leaving a Legacy survey commis-
sioned by Edward Jones. Even if you have
designated beneficiaries for your 401(k) and
other accounts, you may need to revise them
periodically in response to changes in your
life — marriage, divorce, new child, etc.

m Will — A will, sometimes referred to as
a last will and testament, can help ensure
your assets are distributed according to your
wishes. And if you have young children, a
will can name a guardian if something hap-
pens to you and your spouse.

m Trusts — A trust provides you with even
greater control than a will. You can dictate
exactly how and when your beneficiaries
receive the trust’s assets, so, for example, if
you’d prefer that your grown children not
inherit a large sum at once, you can specify
that they will get the money over a period
of years. And a trust may help your estate
avoid the time-consuming, expensive and
public process of probate, reducing or elimi-
nating the possibility of intra-family fights
OVer your assets.

m Power of attorney — A power of attor-
ney lets you name someone to manage your
finances should you become incapacitated.
This is an especially important document for
any individual who doesn’t have a spouse to
step in.

m Health care directive — If you become
incapacitated, your health care directive
can provide instructions for your health
care (a living will) and name a person to
make medical decisions on your behalf (a
health care proxy). These documents can be
valuable if your family disagrees about your
care.

Even after you’ve created your estate
plan, you may need to adjust it to accommo-
date changes in your financial assets, your

Columnist Question: Did the SE-
CURE Act change the rules
for designated non-spouse inheritors of a Roth
IRA? | believe they used to be able to take dis-
tributions based on their life expectancy. Does
the 10-year rule also apply to Roth IRAs?
Answer: Yes, the SECURE Act did change
the payout rules for most beneficiaries if the
IRA owner dies in 2020 or later. With certain
exceptions, most beneficiaries cannot stretch
out required minimum distributions (RMDs)
over their lifetime like before. Instead, they
must receive the entire IRA by December 31
of the 10th year following the year of the IRA
owner’s death. However, the following ben-
eficiaries can still use the stretch: surviving
spouses; minor children (while they remain
minors); disabled individuals; chronically-ill
individuals; and individuals no more than 10
years younger than the IRA owner. The 10-year
payout rule also applies to Roth IRA benefi-
ciary distributions.

Q: What are the rules for QCDs now that
required minimum distributions (RMDs) have
been canceled for 2020?

A Qualified charitable distributions (QCDs)
are unaffected by the CARES Act. Even though
RMDs are waived for 2020, you can still do a

St. Johns County offering small business emergency grants

In an effort to assist with economic
recovery, St. Johns County has launched
the Small Business Emergency Assistance
Grant Program to provide emergency fund-
ing for local businesses. The goal of the
grant program is to help offset the tempo-
rary loss of revenue and help keep small
businesses open during and after this global
pandemic.

Beginning last Wednesday, St. Johns
County-based businesses may apply to the
program for up to $5,000 in emergency
funding. In order to be eligible for the St.

Johns County Small Business Emergency
Assistance Grant Program, businesses must:

m Have been operational for at least one
year and be registered with the Florida
Division of Corporations (SUNBIZ) as of
March 1, 2019.

m Own or lease commercial space within
St. Johns County.

m Have between five and 20 employees,
including part-time and 1099 employees.

m Have applied or attempted to apply
for other Federal/State disaster loan/grant
funding, but have not received these funds

as of this application.

of the St. Johns County Industrial Develop-

m Be in good legal standing, with no
court-ordered financial obligations (e.g.
no enforceable judgements, liens, bank-
ruptcies, arbitration settlements requiring
withholding of funds, felony convictions,
violation of court orders requiring holding
of funds for child support, court costs, or
criminal victim reimbursement programs).

The St. Johns County Small Business
Emergency Assistance Grant Program
to support small businesses and the local
economy is made possible through support

ment Authority. Funds may only be used
for rent, mortgage, utilities, or payroll
through June 2020. Funds are limited

and will be awarded on a first-submitted,
eligible, and approved application basis.
Nonprofit organizations and businesses not
located in St. Johns County, engaged in any
illegal activity or based within a home are
not eligible for the Small Business Emer-
gency Assistance Grant Program. For more

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Does it really matter?

The stock market, mea-
sured by both the Dow
Jones Industrial Average
and S&P 500 had its worst
first-quarter performance
ever, losing more than
23% and 20% respective-
ly. However, the market
advanced 13.2% in April,
which was the best month
since January 1987! Talk
about volatility!

Nevertheless, we are now in our next
economic recession, which we knew would
eventually happen, but, of course, had no
idea that a virus would bring our economy to
its knees. Let’s keep in mind that this is not
a typical recession, as this is mainly a public
health crisis that has transformed into an
economic crisis.

Moreover, the recession struck an other-
wise remarkably strong economy that was
deliberately brought to a near-halt to fight a
disease. Regardless, one thing is for certain;
the economic news and data for the second
quarter will be as bad as anything our country
has ever seen. BUT, and this is a big BUT, the
stock market may not go down regardless of
the approaching terrible news.

Say what? OK, let me nerd out on you for
a minute. What most folks have a tough time
getting is that the economy and stock market
rarely run side-by-side. Historically, the stock
market has been a discount mechanism, which
simply means that it does not really care about
what is happening today; instead it is much
more concerned about what will materialize
in six months or so. Therefore, if there seems
to be light at the end of the tunnel with respect
to economic improvement within the next few
months, we could see stocks moving higher
in light of upcoming dreadful news. As a side
note, the advancement of stocks when there
is a plethora of bad news is known as “stocks
are climbing the wall of worry.”

Not long after the stock market (S&P 500)
declined around 34% (current bottom March
23,2020) since its February high, it had an in-
credibly sharp rebound of around 20%, which
would define a bull market! Regardless of
how we define bull and bear markets, I sug-
gest that the quintessential question is, “is the
worst is behind us? Is the bottom in?”” Once
again, nobody has the answer, but [ want to
dispense a fresh supply of hope.

To help accomplish that is a recent report
from Washington Service, a provider of
insider-trading and data analytics, showed
the ratio of companies with insider buying
compared to insider selling for March was at
its highest level since March of 2009, which
happened to be the bottom of the stock market
decline during the 2008-09 debacle. When
executives are loading up on their company
shares, they are sending us a strong message
that they believe their company stock will be
higher in the near future in spite of potentially
challenging times.

One thing that is apparent is that the longer
our economy is shutdown, the deeper the
negative impact and the slower the recovery.

Folks, success starts with putting the right
thoughts into our mind, so let’s not focus on
the day-to-day gyration of the stock market
and all the doom and gloom scenarios that the
talking heads articulate.

As we should know and appreciate is that,
we will get through this crisis just as we have
all the others, and our portfolio values will
undoubtedly begin to recover. Therefore, the
take away message is one that is critically
important; the stock market likely will have
bottomed long before the news starts to get
better. Therefore, [ urge you, and me, that
we keep our eyes focused not on the shaky
ground beneath our feet, but on the horizon
ahead. Confucius never said that but he defi-
nitely was thinking it!

QCD if you otherwise qualify. While
QCDs are a popular way to offset the
income from an RMD, they are not
required to coincide with an RMD.
“Voluntary” withdrawals can just as
easily be removed from income by

a QCD.

Q: In January 2020 I converted
money from my traditional IRAto a
Roth IRA. Can I undo the conver-
sion? If so, is there a time limit to
do this by and are there any stipula-
tions?

A: While Roth contributions can
still be recharacterized, conversions
such as yours cannot. Roth conver-
sion recharacterization was eliminat-
ed a couple of years ago by the Tax
Cuts and Jobs Act. It may be wishful
thinking but, with the recent market
collapse and all the financial support
offered in the CARES Act, the IRS
could decide to temporarily allow
conversion recharacterizations.
However, I am sorry to say that, as
of now, there is no going back on
your Roth conversion.

Q: 1 took 25% of my 2020
required minimum distribution
(RMD) from an inherited IRA
on March 15, 2020. Can that be
“undone” in accordance with the
CARES Act and if so, how?

A: The CARES Act waives
RMDs for 2020. The waiver does
include inherited IRAs. However,
any amounts already taken from
an inherited IRA by a non-spouse
beneficiary cannot be rolled over.
That is because the regular rollover
rules still apply, and those rules do
not allow a non-spouse beneficiary
to do rollovers. If you are a spouse

beneficiary, the rules are different.
A spouse beneficiary can roll over
distributions from an inherited IRA.

Q: I have always had a traditional
IRA. | plan to start a Roth IRA
for the tax year 2019. Do | have
until July 15, 2020 to make my first
$7,000 contribution?

A: Yes. The IRS has confirmed
that the deadline for making both
traditional and Roth IRA contribu-
tions for 2019 is delayed until July
15, 2020.
