Ponte Vedra man pleads guilty
to multiple counts of wire fraud

Robert H. Hendricks, 64, of Ponte Ve-
dra, has pleaded guilty to four counts of
wire fraud. He faces a maximum pen-
alty of 20 years in federal prison for each
count. Hendricks has agreed to pay at least
$2,682,924.34 in restitution to his victims.

A sentencing date has not yet been set.

According to the plea agreement, Hen-
dricks was a licensed real estate broker in
the Middle District of Florida. Hendricks
told two of his victims, a husband and wife,
who were his longtime friends, that he had
been successful with commercial property
development and needed money for another
commercial property deal in central Florida.
In October 2014, the husband paid Hendricks
$300,000 as an investment into two commer-
cial property ventures. Hendricks never used
the funds for an investment. Instead, he used
the funds for his personal benefit.

On March 21, 2016, Hendricks received a
wire transfer of $200,000 from another vic-
tim, who was also a friend. He told the victim
that Wawa, a chain of convenience stores and
gas stations, was establishing locations in

Jacksonville and offered the victim a deal for
four to five stores. The victim believed that
three of the five locations were completed
based, in part, on a contract from Hendricks
that referenced a Wawa store at the St. Johns
Town Center, and other representations made
by Hendricks. However, the store at the
SJTC had already been built at the time of
the investment. Hendricks was not involved
in that Wawa project or any other Wawa deal
involving the SJITC.

On April 18, 2016, Hendricks received a
wire transfer of $490,000 from a lender for
a property he had obtained from a longtime
friend through misrepresentations. The victim
agreed to temporarily transfer the property to
Hendricks to enable him to pay for cleanup
and obtain special insurance, but Hendricks
did not need to pay for any cleanup and no
special insurance was required. Instead, once
the property was placed in Hendricks’s name,
he obtained a $500,000 mortgage for his ben-
efit, which he failed to repay and the property
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Depot and the victim could invest in it.
However, the LLC was merely an LLC
incorporated by Hendricks to further
his fraudulent Home Depot investment
scheme, and he did not own an interest in
the LLC that owned the Home Depot.
This case was investigated by the Fed-
eral Bureau of Investigation. It is being
prosecuted by Assistant United States
Attorney Ashley Washington.
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was awarded to the lender at auction.

On Feb. 13, 2017, Hendricks received
a wire transfer of $388,962.17 from a
victim for a commercial property ven-
ture. Hendricks falsely claimed he had
an interest in an LLC that owned a Home

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Tail section of WWII-era plane
washes ashore in Ponte Vedra Beach

Artifact sent to St. Augustine Lighthouse & Maritime
Museum, which recently added World War Il exhibit

The St. Augustine Lighthouse & Mari-
time Museum received the tail section of a
World War II-era plane that washed up along
South Ponte Vedra Beach during the recent
nor’easter.

The initial findings suggest that the part
came from a F4F Wildcat, an aircraft pro-
duced by the Grumman Aircraft Engineering

Corporation mostly based on aircraft carriers.

The section includes a tail hook suggesting it
was carrier-based. As the plane came in for a
landing, the tail hook would catch on the ar-
resting cable allowing the plane to come to a
full stop. Unfortunately, many of the training
flights off the coast of Jacksonville ended in
planes landing in the ocean due to electrical
problems, engine problems and other faults
with the planes.

Before any effort at conservation can be
made, the museum must get the approval of
the United States Navy. The conservation
team at the museum will take photographs
and look for markings that will confirm
whether the tail cone came from a F4F Wild-
cat. The team must also determine the best
process to conserve the aluminum cone as it
is not a very durable metal.

With the state-of-the-art Charles Cox Con-
servation Lab on site, the museum is poised
to help in the preservation of this important
artifact.

“We are really proud to be able to save this
rare piece of the history of local heroes,” St.
Augustine Lighthouse & Maritime Museum
Executive Director Kathy Fleming said.
“Our experts in underwater archaeology and
museum education will help save it and share
this story with future generations.”

The nonprofit museum provides a valuable
resource through its commitment to conserv-
ing artifacts but also preserving the stories of
the history of our community.

With the museum’s recent addition of a
World War II exhibit, “Guardians of the First
Coast: Building Readiness for World War I1,”
the discovery of this piece of World War II
history comes at an ideal time. The museum
continues to work on several projects that
record the history of North Florida dur-
ing World War II. During the war, men and
women came to St. Augustine to train for
warfare on the European and Pacific fronts.
In addition, the St. Augustine Light Station
came under the supervision of the United
States Coast Guard, which in turn came
under the Department of the Navy during the
war. The exhibit tells the story of the brave
men and women who served during the war
through photographs, artifacts and video.

Dr. Norman Plovnick’s work
is about taking control and

For more than 50 years, Dr. Norman
Plovnick has been working closely with his
patients to help them improve their mental
health and teaching them valuable coping
mechanisms as they navigate the troubles of
mental illness and day-to-day life.

Around two years ago, Plovnick decided to
combine his knowledge and experience into
his first ever public work, “AITYOBI: Acting
in Your Own Best Interest,” which is all about
advancing your wellbeing and living the hap-
piest, healthiest life.

“When it comes to our mental health, there
are some things that are out of our control,”
Plovnick said of the book, which was pub-
lished around four weeks ago. “We cannot
control our genetic makeup or our early
childhood environment — both are things that
impact our mental health — but there are also
factors that are within our control.”

Plovnick said there are many ways to go
about coping with the struggles of mental ill-
ness, and “AI'YOBI” focuses on the things that
are within our control and teaches readers how

to identify the ways in which we sabotage our-
selves mentally, how to overcome these things

and how to act in our own best interest.

It is Plovnick’s hope this book, which he

spent the better part of two years writing,
inspires readers to take their mental health
into their own hands and live life to the full-
est. Another reason Plovnick felt the need to
write “AIYOBI” is because he views engage-
ment as a very important part of life as one
ages. The creating and writing of “AI'YOBI”
was a way for Plovnick to stay engaged and
apply his knowledge, although he’s retired
from full-time practice.

After 50 years of work as a neuropsycholo-
gist, Plovnick has settled into retirement and
in addition to creating his book has main-
tained a small network of pro-bono patients
for whom he is still providing treatment.

“This book is a new way of looking at
mental health,” Plovnick said. “I try to get
across to the reader that, as it relates to our
behavior, we are in charge.”

Plovnick went on to say the book is all
about doing what is best for ourselves and
keeping our emotions in check. He said
although there are a lot of factors — such as
genetics and early childhood environment —
that determine the state of our mental health,
there are many things that can be done to
improve ourselves and take charge of one’s
own life and mental state, despite the factors
that are far beyond our control.

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Catholic parish to be named in Nocatee

On Saturday, Oct. 17, St. John Paul II Catholic Church
in Nocatee will be transformed.

What started as a mission of Our Lady Star of the Sea
10 years ago will formally become a parish church, and
the Rev. Richard Pagano will be installed as its first pas-
tor. Bishop Felipe Estevez of the Diocese of St. Augus-
tine will conduct the installation and officially name and
bless the new parish.

“I’m humbled to be named a pastor, to be here in the
name of St. John Paul II,” Pagano said.

The installation Mass will be streamed live at 4 p.m. on
YouTube, Facebook and the church’s homepage, nocat-
eecatholic.com. Also, a large LCD video wall behind the
church will show the Mass for those wishing to view it
while outside.

The church is planning a celebration from noon to 5
p.m. the following day with food trucks, games, enter-
tainment, music and more.

This will mark a singular triumph for the congregation
and their young pastor, whose expertise in communica-
tions has helped him shepherd his community through
the challenges of a pandemic. It is a triumph, too, for
the church itself, which has come a long way since its
origins.

The community’s first Mass was celebrated on July 9,
2012. Because there was no church building yet, space
was leased at St. Francis-In-The-Field Episcopal Church
for the celebration of Masses.

That changed in June 2016 when St. John Paul 11
opened its doors at 127 Stone Mason Way across from
the Artisan Lakes community.

The church had been launched as a mission because the
initial congregation was too small to support a parish. But
a lot has happened since then.

In 2012, there were 136 registered families. By 2016,
the congregation had grown to 232 families. In the four
years since, it has blossomed to more than 1,400 regis-
tered families.

“Our numbers are skyrocketing,” said Pagano.

~—

Pagano came to St. John Paul II Catholic Church on
May 1, 2019, and before he’d finished his first year he
was faced with an enormous challenge: COVID-19.

The diocese suspended Masses and parish gatherings
for a time. Even when Masses were once again permitted,
it was with a number of precautions. Participation fell off
at churches across the diocese and the nation.

But St. John Paul IT was poised to respond to this new
challenge; its pastor had a strong background in commu-
nications and had acquired skills that would help keep the
community unified, the spiritually hungry well fed.

“We pivoted immediately and shifted to online minis-
try, and did our very best to boost morale, boost spirits,
proclaim the Gospel as often as we possibly could,”
Pagano said. “Every weekend, we streamed a Mass. We
were pre-recording a lot of material to share with our

parishioners.”

Daily readings, notes from the pastor, church news,
prayer videos and more were offered on the church’s
website and through social media.

These efforts had an unexpected benefit. People outside
the Nocatee community — way outside — were drawn to
the online content St. John Paul II was making available.
It drew followers from the U.K., Ireland, Tanzania and
the Philippines. Financial support came in from all over
the United States.

“That was a tremendous grace of God,” Pagano said.

Ponte Vedra resident and tour guide Gary Sass shares his experiences from his recent journey
hiking the Appalachian Trail in a five-part series to be featured in The Recorder. Here is Part 5

DAY 5/6 — MAX PATCH
(NORTH CAROLINA),
BLOOD MOUNTAIN
(GEORGIA), STONE
MOUNTAIN (GEORGIA)

The fifth day along
the Appalachian Trail
(AT) started just after
midnight. When I ar-
rived at Max Patch,
there were many cars
lined up on the narrow
dirt road leading to the trailhead. It was so
tight that if cars parked on both sides of
the road, no one could get through. There
appeared to be some type of mountaintop
convention that [ was about to crash. After
I parked and looked into the dark sky, I
understood the attraction. This was the best
star night I had ever seen. To look up and
gaze at a thousand points of light was a
spectacular site.

I gathered my gear and decided to hike to
the star and planet convention. About five
minutes into the trek, I was headed back to
the safety of my vehicle. It was not feeling
right. I cannot explain the feeling I had of
uneasiness on this unfamiliar stretch of
dirt. After the trail narrowed, my flashlight
seemed more like beacon or a magnet to
attract the black bears to me. The only bear
I preferred to see was the constellation Ursa
Major. Since I had no bear spray or any-
thing to scare away a charging bear, I just
gave in to my trepidation. There were safer
places back by my car to enjoy the star
show before I made another run at the top
in the early morning. Note to self; bring a
book of constellations next time.

It was now 5:15am on Max Patch along
the North Carolina-Tennessee border.

I woke up with nothing but optimism

and excitement. Technically, I parked in
Tennessee then hiked half a mile along

the blue trail into North Carolina to meet
up with the white marked AT close to the
peak. My destination was the bald summit
that was once cleared for pasture and is
known for the 360-degree views of the sur-
rounding mountains.

At the top, I was greeted with the second

Denny’s would be my temporary office
and refueling station. The Grand Slam
breakfast and bottomless coffee was what I
needed for a jumpstart.

mountain send-off before I made tracks for
the Sunshine State.

The drive home was a bit far to complete
at night especially after a big meal.

St. Johns County Chamber opposes Florida Constitutional
Amendment 2, which allows for minimum wage increase

Isabelle Renault, St. Johns County
Chamber of Commerce president and
CEO, has announced that after thorough
discussion and deliberation, the Cham-
ber’s board of directors formally oppose
Florida Constitutional Amendment 2.

The St. Johns County Chamber of
Commerce joins the Florida Chamber of
Commerce, Florida Restaurant and Lodg-

ing Association, Associated Industries of
Florida, Florida Home Builders Associa-
tion, Florida Farm Bureau and Florida
Retail Federation in opposing Amend-
ment 2.

If passed, Amendment 2 would raise
the minimum wage to $10 per hour ef-
fective Sept. 30, 2021. Each Sept. 30
thereafter, minimum wage shall increase

by $1 per hour until the minimum wage
reaches $15 per hour on Sept. 30, 2026.

From that point forward, future minimum

wage increases shall revert to being ad-

justed annually for inflation starting Sept.

30, 2027.

“With so many attractions, hotels
and restaurants still operating at limited
capacities, the hospitality industry will

be significantly impacted by approval of
Amendment 2,” Renault said. “Minimum
wage is often the wage earned in entry-
level positions. These jobs are intended
for individuals entering the workforce so
that they can gain skills and experience.
Increasing the minimum wage so drasti-

cally sets a higher productivity standard
that would force businesses to shift their
workforce to more experienced workers.”

“If approved by Florida voters, Amend-
ment 2 will leave fewer jobs for entry-
level workers leading to a decrease in job
training and opportunities for students
and those looking to re-enter the work-
force,” she said.

According to Dr. Erika Hamer, St.
Johns County Chamber of Commerce
chair, Amendment 2 is effectively a tax
increase driving up inflation and dramati-
cally increasing the cost of living, while
forcing seniors and working families to

pay more for necessities like food and
clothing.

“Amendment 2 would also cause
part-time wage earners to see a dramatic
reduction in paid hours and benefits as
many businesses may be forced to reduce
staff,” she said.

The Congressional Budget Office,
which produces independent analyses of
budgetary and economic issues to support
the Congressional budget process, pro-
duced a recent report which detailed what
would happen if a $15 minimum wage
were enacted across the country. The
report concluded that the median nation-
wide job loss would be 1.3 million jobs.

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What do you know about the minimum wage?

Quick! What is the current
minimum wage? If you guessed
$8.50, you are wrong! The cur-
rent minimum wage is $7.25/hour.
U.S. labor law, and a range of state
and local laws. set the minimum
wage in the United States. It was
1912 when the idea of establishing
a minimum wage began. In fact,
Massachusetts became the first
state to pass a minimum wage law.

Since 1938, the federal minimum
wage has increased 22 times. Employers generally have
to pay workers the highest minimum wage prescribed
by federal, state and local law. Since July 24, 2009, the
federal government has mandated a nationwide minimum
wage of $7.25 per hour. Previous to this, the minimum
wage had stalled at $5.15 per hour for 10 years.

Some states and cities have raised their minimum wage
even higher.

Attempts to raise the minimum wage at the federal
level have been brought to Congress many times. Most
recently, the House of Representatives passed its Raise
the Wage Act in July of 2019, recommending a jump to
$15 per hour by 2025. However, the legislation has not
fared well in the Senate. Nevertheless, local govern-

minimum wage law. For example, excluding Washing-
ton D.C.’s $15-per-hour minimum wage, followed by
Washington and California at $13.50 per hour and $13
per hour, respectively. The minimum wage in Emeryville,
California is $16.30, the highest in the nation. Also worth
noting is that New York raised its hourly minimum to
$11.80 on Dec. 31, 2019.

Music Therapy for Children with Special Meeds
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Nease-Mandarin canceled by COVID-19 concerns

Despite reopening plan, schools
still practicing strict guidelines
By Don Coble

The phone rang at Nease High last Friday, Oct. 2,
at 5:45 p.m., just 75 minutes before the Panthers were
scheduled to kick off against Mandarin.

The Mustangs weren’t coming. Apparently, some of
their players were displaying symptoms of COVID-19.

A season already turned upside-down by shutdowns
and delays related to the deadly virus became more cha-
otic when football fans were sent home and the stadium
lights at Nease were turned off.

“It’s just the unfortunate times we’re in,” said Panthers
Athletics Director Matt McCool. “It’s frustrating for
the kids. They want to get out there. They’ve worked
so hard, and it was taken away by something they can’t
control.”

The game won’t be rescheduled, McCool said.
Friday’s game between Menendez and St. Augustine
also was canceled when players from Menendez also ap-

peared to show signs of the virus.

Florida Gov. Ron DeSantis recently moved the state
in Phase III of its reopening plan. That allowed restau-
rants and stores to open at 100% occupancy. It also lifted
restriction on the size of crowds.

None of that applies to high school sports, McCool
said.

“As of now we still have our plans [to limit atten-
dance],” he said. “We’re taking it day by day and doing
the best to keep the kids safe and provide a positive
experience.”

That means home games at Nease and Ponte Vedra
are limited to 600 fans. All tickets must be purchased
in advance, with the bulk being offered to families and
players, band members, cheerleaders and dancers.

Fans also must enter and move about the stadium
wearing a mask, but they aren’t required in the stands.
Areas also have been blocked off to better insure proper
distancing.

COVID-19 permitting, the Panthers travel to Creek-
side Friday, Oct. 9 at 7 p.m., while Ponte Vedra is on the
road to Bartram Trail.

PVHS' Campbell Parker puts on pounds
during pandemic, runs over opponents

Like many, Campbell Parker gained a
lot of pandemic pounds. But unlike most,
it’s been a good thing.

“It’s obviously a big deal because it’s
hard for a defense when you have two
guys like that,” coach Jeff DiSandro
said. “You can take one guy away pretty
easily. But to have two, especially one
that’s at quarterback and one that’s at
running back, makes it quite a bit more
difficult. He’s good for what we do and
the schemes that we run.”

Parker already has 529 rushing yards
and five touchdowns, as well as three
catches for another 63 yards and a score.
And with a road trip Friday to Bartram
Trail (3-1), Ponte Vedra will need him to
maintain that same pace.

“I have a lot of energy,” Parker said.

“I put on about 30 pounds from the start
of corona to now. I got hurt last year and
that got me motivated to have a better
year this year. It’s payback. My trainer,
coach [Brandon] Floyd and I got together
and we had this plan of gaining weight.

I wasn’t expecting to gain as much as I
did. I was going five, six days a week lift-
ing in the gym.

“When corona hit, we did it at his
house. One on one training. I drove an
hour there and back. I put in the work
and the effort. Here [ am.”

Myers has completed 67.1% of his
passes for 865 yards and 10 TDs.

“If they dial in on the run, Jacobi’s go-
ing to pass the ball,” Parker said. “If they
stay focused on the passing, we’re going
to run the ball the whole game. It keeps
defenses guessing.”

Both Ponte Vedra and Nease, which
plays at Creekside Friday, continue to
deal with the fallout created by CO-
VID-19.

We put in the work. All we knew is we
had to get better every day.

“There’s a lot of doubt in your head,
for sure. But you have to have the
mindset this is all going to pay off. It’s all
going to be for something.”
