It’s really outside-the-box thinking on 
the part of the contestants, all of whom 
have culinary backgrounds and thus take 
that approach to their liquid creations.

“They really have a culinary 
background because it’s the mixing, 
combining of flavors and really changing 
the composition of certain ingredients 

into something different,” explains 
executive producer Tim Warren (“Bar 
Rescue,” “Undercover Billionaire”). “So 
yeah, they’re bartenders, they’ve all been 
strictly behind the bar, many of them 
have their own bar but they’ve kind of 
elevated cocktails to a whole different 
level. ... So they have this combination 
of great bartender skills as well as a 
culinary background/appreciation. And 
that combination is what enables them 
to create these unbelievable drinks.”
