And it all starts with her and Peter.

“There’s this whole theory with my dad 
that if it’s not broken don’t fix it,” she 
explains. “And it’s hard sometimes because 
my dad has been so successful with House 
of Nanking, you can’t argue with him ... . 
He’s always talking about people coming 
in and wanting the same things. They 
don’t want new dishes; they want the same 
friggin’ thing that they had 20 years ago. 

They’ll be sad if it’s not there anymore. 
So there are a lot of valid points to what 
my dad is saying and I take all those into 
account.

“But we also still have to innovate and 
change with the times,” she continues, 
“because I don’t think you can do the same 
exact thing for 50 years.
