No matter where your travel
plans take you, Warrensburg,
Missouri, is on the way.

Located in the center of the
country’s heartland, Warrens-
burg is an hour's drive from
Kansas City, four hours from
St. Louis, and three hours from
Branson. Warrensburg residents
are in the enviable position of
being able to enjoy the attrac-
tions of metropolitan areas and
the advantages of small-town life.
Unlike purely suburban areas,
Warrensburg is a self-contained
city with a vibrant employment
base, an active cultural scene,
and many civic events and activi-
ties. Warrensburg serves as the
county seat of Johnson County.

Established in 1855, Warrens-
burg is a third-class city with a
council-manager form of govern-
ment adopted in 1957. lts five
council members are elected at
large, and one council member is
selected by the council to serve
as mayor.

The City of Warrensburg
provides police, fire, street
maintenance, sewer, animal
control, building inspection, and
planning and zoning services
within the city limits, as well
as maintaining the Sunset Hill
Cemetery. Warrensburg is home
to nine beautiful parks cover-
ing over 400 acres, including
three award-winning parks
— Cave Hollow, Grover Memo-
rial and Shepard Park — miles of
hiking trails, a skate park, a dog
park, eight tennis courts, six play-
grounds, seven ballfields, two
soccer fields, and Nassif Aquatic
Center.

The Warrensburg Community
Center features a full-size gymna-
sium with six basketball goals, a
walking track, the Indoor Aquatic
Facility, seven meeting rooms,
and the award-winning WCC Fit-
ness Center. The Community
Center also provides space for
the Senior Center, which oper-
ates a weekday lunch and home
delivery program.

The City operates with approx-
imately 217 full-time, part-time,
and seasonal employees.

City Government

The City of Warrensburg has
a city council-manager form of
government in which an elected
city council serves as the city's
primary legislative body and
appoints a chief executive officer,
called a city manager, to oversee
day-to-day municipal operations,
to draft a budget, and to imple-
ment and enforce the council's
policy and legislative initiatives.

City council members serve
staggered three-year terms with
elections held annually in April.
Council members may serve a
maximum of two consecutive
terms before they are term-
limited, but they may sit out for a
term and run again.

The council is currently
composed of Mayor Jim Kushner
(term expires 2023), Chairman
Pro Tem Tarl Bentley (2024), and
council members Casey Lund
(2023), Bruce Uhler (2025) and
Eddie Osborne (2025).

The city's administrative offices
operate out of City Hall at 102 S.
Holden St. on the city campus
that includes the Municipal Build-
ing across the street and Fire
Station 1 and the Police Depart-
ment buildings west of City Hall.

City Manager Danielle Dulin
oversees the city's daily opera-
tions.

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WHITEMAN AIR FORCE BASE

Sixty miles southeast of Kansas City, nestled
among the wooded, rolling hills of west-central
Missouri, two miles south of Knob Noster, is
the bustling community of Whiteman Air Force
Base. Whiteman is the home of the 509th
Bomb Wing, proud to serve as host to several
associated units. These include the Air Force
Reserve 442d Fighter Wing, Missouri Army
National Guard 1-135th Assault Helicopter Bat-
talion, Missouri Air National Guard 131st Bomb
Wing, and the 20th Attack Squadron.
509th Bomb Wing

The 509th Bomb Wing is part of Air Force
Gilobal Strike Command and is the host wing
at Whiteman Air Force Base. The Bomb Wing
and its fleet of B-2 Spirit bombers serve as part
of the Air Force's conventional and strategic
combat force. The Bomb Wing can project
U.S airpower anywhere around the world from
its home station and employ a wide range of
precision-guided munitions. The 509th Bomb
Wing comprises approximately 5,600 military
members and 2,000 civilian employees. The
mission statement of the 509th Bomb Wing is
“Execute Nuclear Operations and Global Strike
...Anytime, Anywhere!”

B-2 Spirit Bomber

The B-2 Spirit Bomber is a multi-role bomber
capable of delivering both conventional and
nuclear munitions. By possessing an extreme
unrefueled range and the ability to penetrate
deep into enemy airspace undetected and
unassisted, the B-2 can place any fixed or mov-
able target at risk and expose the aircraft crew
to limited hostilities.

Air Force Reserve’s 442d Fighter Wing

The 442d Fighter Wing is comprised of
nearly 1,800 members at WAFB and two geo-
graphically separated units: the 917th Fighter
Group, Barksdale Air Force Base, Louisiana,
and the 476th Fighter Group, Moody Air Force
Base, Georgia. The wing is responsible for the
combat readiness of 48 A-10 Thunderbolt Il
aircraft — all the A-10s in the Air Force Reserve.
The 442nd moved to Whiteman from Richards-
Gebaur Air Force Base, Kansas City, Missouri,
in June 1994.

A-10 Thunderbolt Il

The A-10 Thunderbolt Il is a single-seat
fighter jet designed to provide close air support
for ground forces by attacking tanks and other
armored vehicles.

Army National Guard’s 1-135th Assault
Helicopter Battalion

The Missouri National Guard is the only
component of the armed forces that has two
missions. The federal mission is to provide fed-
eral support when called upon by the president
— this could be for overseas contingency opera-
tions or national emergencies like Hurricane
Katrina. Their mission is to support the governor
of Missouri in times of state crisis. The 1-135th
Assault Battalion’s mission is to conduct attack,
reconnaissance, and security operations that
complement other maneuver forces. They con-
trol AH-64 Apache Helicopters.

AH-64 Apache
AH-64 Apache is the Army's heavy division/

corps attack helicopter. The Apache conducts
rear, close, and shaping missions, including
deep precision strikes. It also conducts distrib-
uted operations, precision strikes against relo-
catable targets, and provides armed reconnais-
sance when required in day, night, obscured
battlefield and adverse weather conditions. The
combination of the radars, advanced naviga-
tion and avionics suite of the aircraft provide
increased situational awareness, lethality and
survivability.

Air National Guard’s 131st Bomb Wing

In 2008, Whiteman AFB welcomed the
Missouri Air National Guard's 131st Bomb
Wing into its midst as an associate B-2 unit.

In this capacity, Missouri’s citizen-airmen work
alongside active-duty personnel to maintain and
fly the nation’s most advanced bomber.
Whiteman Air Force Base History

Whiteman's heritage dates back to 1942, and
U.S. Army Air Corps officials selected the cur-
rent site as the home of Sedalia Army Air Field.
Following the war's end, the airfield remained in
service as an operational location for Army Air
Force C-46 and C-47 transports.

In December 1947, the base was inactivated.
However, in 1951, the Strategic Air Command
selected the base as a site of one of its new
bombardment wings, with both bombers and
tankers assigned. In 1952, SAC activated the
340th Bombardment Wing.

In 1955, members of the wing saw the base
name change to Whiteman Air Force Base in
honor of 2nd Lt. George A. Whiteman. White-
man was one of the first American airmen killed
in combat during World War Il when his P-40
fighter, the Lucky Me, was shot down.

In the 1960s, its mission shifted from aircraft
to the Minuteman Intercontinental Ballistic
Missile. In 1961 officials selected the base to
become the command'’s fourth Minuteman mis-
sile wing, the 351st Strategic Missile Wing.

In 1987, Congressman lke Skelton an-
nounced the B-2 Advanced Technology
Bomber would be based at Whiteman AFB.

In preparation for a second wing, the Air Force
activated the 100th Division in July 1990 to
replace the 351st as the base host unit. Thus,
in July 1991, the 100th was inactivated, and
the 351st again assumed its host unit role. The
changes did not end there. On July 31, 1991,
President George H.W. Bush signed the his-
toric Strategic Arms Reduction Treaty (START)
that called for the dismantling and destruction
of the Minuteman Il ICBMs.

The end of the Cold War spelled the end of
the 351st, and the deactivation of the Minute-
man Il system began immediately. On January
8, 1993, the wing's first launch control center,
India-01, shut down operations. In1995, the
last Minuteman Il missile, located at Juliet-03
in Chloe, Johnson County, was removed from
its site.

The 509th Bomb Wing traces its historical
roots to its World War Il ancestor, the 509th
Composite Group, which was formed with
one mission: to drop the atomic bomb. The
group made history on Aug. 6, 1945, when the
B-29 Enola Gay, piloted by Paul W. Tibbets Jr.,
dropped the first atomic bomb on Hiroshima,
Japan.

On Sept. 30, 1990, the 509th BW was
transferred to Whiteman AFB and, in July
1993, accepted host responsibilities for
the base. During this same month, the wing
received its first fixed-wing aircraft, a T-38 with
a B-2 style paint job.

On Dec. 17, 1993, the 90th anniversary
of Orville Wright's historic first successful,
controlled, heavier-than-air powered flight at
Kitty Hawk, North Carolina, the world's most
sophisticated and advanced aircraft, the B-2
Advanced Technology Bomber Spirit of Mis-
souri, arrived at Whiteman AFB.

Members of the Warrensburg Chamber of
Commerce Military Affairs Committee continue
to support and connect with the Airmen of
their sister squadrons, the 509th Operations
Support Squadron, 393rd Bomb Squadron,
and the 20th Attack Squadron.

School District

The Warrensburg School
District, founded in 18686, is
located in Johnson County,
Missouri, just an hour’s drive
from Kansas City, Missouri.
The population within the
District is 26,244. The District
employs 567 staff members
who serve 3,400 PreK-12th
grade students on eight cam-
puses.

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HISTORY & HERITAGE

Warrensburg's exciting future
remains anchored to its colorful
western frontier past. The town's
history dates to 1833 when Martin
Warren, an American Revolution-
ary War soldier and blacksmith,
arrived from Kentucky and settled
along the Osage Indian Trail at
College and Gay streets.

In 1834, the County of Johnson
was designated, and the town
of Columbus was the center of
county government until 1836. In
1838, a group of early Missouri
leaders, including Daniel Morgan
Boone, son of Daniel Boone,
chose the site for the county
courthouse in the growing com-
munity that was to become the
City of Warrensburg.

The county court commissioned
the building of the courthouse in
that same year, and it took four
years to complete. Incorporation
as a city came in 1855, and the
railroad arrived July 4, 1864, after
it had stopped at Sedalia during
the Civil War. A thriving new com-
mercial district sprouted along the
tracks, five blocks southeast of
the original town (or town square),

and nearby sandstone quarries
helped spur growth.

The Barlow & Sanderson
Overland Mail company started
here. Established by Vermont men
Jared L. Sanderson and Bradley
Barlow during the Civil War, the

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Barlow-Sanderson Overland

Mail Company first carried the
mail and operated a stage line
between Sedalia and Warrens-
burg, Missouri. By 1863, was also
operating a line from Kansas City,
Missouri, to Fort Scott, Kansas.

In 1866, they began to expand
westward and transferred their
headquarters from Kansas City

to Junction City, Colorado. By
1867, the two entrepreneurs had
established a route from Missouri
to California over the Santa Fe
Trail and changed the name to the
Barlow and Sanderson Company.

One of the city parks, located
in the historic area, has been
restored and is today named
Blind Boone Park. The completed
restoration includes a gazebo for
public musical events, a picnic
area, and a statue of Blind Boone.
John William “Blind” Boone (May
17,1864 — Oct. 4, 1927) was a
highly successful American pianist
and composer of ragtime music,
giving over 7,200 concerts in
North America. The JCHS is also
hoping to restore the Old Davis
Store, established in 1895, and
is located across the street from
the Old Courthouse and the only
historic commercial building left in
the area.

Old Drum, a hound dog, was
shot dead in 1869 by Samuel
“Dick” Ferguson, nephew and
ward of Leonidas Hornsby, an
irate neighbor who thought Drum
had been killing his sheep and
is one of the most celebrated

figures from Warrensburg's past.
When U.S. Senator-to-be George
Graham Vest delivered his eulogy
to the dog in 1870 in a Johnson
County courtroom, he had no
idea his words would make him
famous. His words, coining the
phrase “Man’s best friend is

his dog,” quickly won him fame
across Missouri and beyond.

Vest made the speech while
arguing in court on behalf of
Charles Burden, whose favorite
dog was shot by the ward of
Leonidas Hornsby. Burden sued
and the case eventually wound up
in the Missouri Supreme Court,
where the plaintiff was awarded
$50.

The trial advanced Vest's
political career, and in 1958, his
“Tribute to a Dog" was cast in
bronze beneath the statue of Old
Drum on the courthouse lawn.
Vest's eulogy has won world fame
and has been cited as one of the
greatest speeches given during
the 19th century. The story of
Old Drum is known and loved the
world over.

Preserving our past and shar-
ing this with our community is a
prime objective for the volunteer-
based Johnson County Missouri
Historical Society and sister
organization, The West Central
Missouri Genealogical Society,
both supported by the generosity
of donors and its members.

The Johnson County
Historic Complex on the
west side of town is home
to several unique structures.
The historic 1838 courthouse
is one of a few examples of

Federal-style architecture west
of the Mississippi River. This
stucco-covered brick build-

ing was restored to its former
beauty during the early 1960s.
The courthouse has been the
scene of a pre-civil war murder,
a daring raid to steal/preserve
the county records throughout
the war between states, and
the Old Drum Trial in 1870. The
defense’s closing argument
was a moving speech about the
dedication and loyalty of dogs
and is said to be the inspira-
tion for the phrase, “A dog is a
man's best friend.”

Other buildings on the prop-
erty include the Miller Smiser
Heritage Library (built in 1982
to exhibit a collection of materi-
als concerning county history,
family genealogy, and news-
papers); the Zinn and Leland
Culp Building (farm machinery
and household artifacts illus-
trating the agricultural roots of
the area), and the One Room
School (built in 1911 and
moved from Elm, Missouri to
the Historical Society grounds
in 1995). Open from 1 to 4
p.m. Monday-Saturday or by
appointment. Please sched-
ule your visit or large tours in
advance at 660-747-6480
or curator@jocomobhistory.

It features a
20-foot gazebo with electricity, a
life-size steel and bronze sculp-
ture depicting Boone, a 13-foot-
tall wind harp, plants native to
our area, plus a sensory garden
for the visually impaired. Other
amenities include a reflexology
walkway; roped pathways; type,
Braille, and audio information
signs; ADA-approved bath-
rooms; wheelchair-accessible
picnic tables; and a shuffleboard
court. JW. “Blind” Boone was a

Central Missouri Speedway
is a high-banked 3/8 mile dirt
